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Importing: Importing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances into the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
(KSA).

Exporting: exporting narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances from KSA.

Smuggling: All acts considered smuggling according to the provisions of the customs law.

Production: Separation of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances from their plant origin.

Manufacturing: All non-productive processes by which narcotic substances or psychotropic
substances are obtained, including purification, extraction, conversion of narcotic drugs into other
narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances into other psychotropic substances, and manufacture of

preparations other than those made by pharmacies based on a prescription.

Extraction: The analysis of narcotic drugs or a psychotropic substance and separation of their
constituent elements to obtain the narcotic substance or psychotropic substance.
Possession: Taking possession of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances as a matter of

ownership or jurisdiction.

Acquisition: Taking possession of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances as a manner of

ownership and jurisdiction for any purpose.

Mediation: Mediating between parties dealing with narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances,

with or without compensation, to introduce the parties and bring them together to make the deal.
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Technical Expertise and Physical Evidence: Conducting a laboratory analysis in the accredited
laboratory to examine the nature of the seized substance and to prove its positivity or negativity
for the narcotic or psychotropic substance.

Proceeds: Any money or items valued with money directly or indirectly obtained as a result of
committing any of the crimes stipulated herein.

Money: Assets of any kind, movable or immovable, physical or otherwise, and documents or
instruments that prove the ownership of those assets or any right related to them.

Money Laundering : Any act committed directly orindirectly (mediated) with the aim of acquiring
money, rights or property as a result of committing, transferring, concealing any of the crimes
stipulated in this Law, or disguising its reality, source, location, movement, rights related to it or its
ownership, or any contribution, whether originally or consequentially, to these acts with the aim
of concealing or disguising the illegal source of funds or with an intention of enabling any person
related to these crimes to commit money laundering and escape punishment.

Provisional seizure: Temporary seizure based on ruling of a court or a competent authority that
prevents the owner of the items or funds related to the case under consideration from disposing of,
transferring, or assigning them.

Confiscation: Entering items, funds, or part thereof into the state’s ownership by a court ruling,
due to their connection with a crime stipulated in this law or because they are resulted from it.

Regulations: Implementing Regulations of this Law.
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Article (2):

There may not be considered importing, exporting or smuggling any specified quantity of
medicinal drugs that contains narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances carried by
transportations, such as ships and airplanes, to address emergency cases and first aid, provided
that such substances are authorized in the state of which the transportation carries its flag or
nationality, and that the person in charge of the transportations declares the identity of these
substances loaded in the transportation upon their arrival in and departure from KSA. The
regulations shall specify the transportations concerned with this exception, the maximum
quantities of drugs or preparations that it may carry, the proportion of the narcotic or psychotropic
substance therein, and the relevant necessary controls to prevent leakage if such transportation
enters the territory of KSA. These drugs or preparations shall be deemed as narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances authorized to pass through KSA.

Criminal Acts
Article (3):
The following are criminal acts:
1. Smuggling of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances or receiving them from smugglers.
2. Bringing in, importing, exporting, producing, manufacturing, transferring, extracting,

possessing, acquiring, selling, purchasing, distributing, delivering, receiving, transporting,

trading in, mediating, facilitating the abuse, gifting, or financing or supplying narcotic drugs or
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psychotropic substances, except in the cases stipulated in this Law and in accordance with the
terms and procedures stipulated therein.

Cultivating, importing, exporting, possessing, holding, acquisition, disposing, bartering, or
engaging in any acts related to all or part of the plants listed in Schedule No. (IV) Attached to
this Law, in all levels of growth, as well as its seeds, except in the cases stipulated in this Law
and according to the Regulations stipulated herein. Whosoever performs works required for
the growth of seeds or seedlings or caring for the planting until ripening and harvest shall be
considered as a cultivator.

Manufacturing, selling, transporting, or distributing equipment or materials with the intention
of using them in the illicit cultivation, production or manufacture of narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances.

Laundering money collected as a result of committing any of the crimes stipulated in this Law.

Engaging by agreement or incitement, or assistance in committing any of the acts stipulated in
paragraphs 1,2, 3,4 and 5 of this Article.

Attempting to commit any of the acts stipulated in Paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 of this Article.
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Jurisdiction

Article (4):

The competent authorities in KSA shall be entitled to monitor and prosecute the

perpetrators of the crimes stipulated in this Law and in the following cases:

1.

2.

If the crime occurred within KSA or extended as a result of the crime or its effects.

If the crime occurred on a ship flying KSA flag.

If the crime occurred on board a foreign ship while it was passing through the territorial sea of
KSA, or if its effects or consequences extended to its territory.

If the captain of the ship, a diplomatic representative or a consular employee of the flagged
state requests the assistance of the local authorities to take the necessary measures to combat
the illicit trade in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, as stipulated in Article (27) of
the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea.

If the crime occurred on a plane flying KSA flag.

Article (5):

The competent authorities in KSA may request the assistance of other states to control

smuggling or illicit trade in narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances on a ship on high seas

whenever they have reasons to believe that that ship is flying KSA flag. The state from which

assistance is requested may take the necessary measures against the ship, persons, or goods it

carries, after coordination with the competent authorities in KSA.
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Article (6):

The jurisdiction rules - contained in Articles (4) and (17) of United Nations Convention of
1988 regarding jurisdiction to prosecute crimes of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances
committed on board of the ships or planes- shall be complementary and integrated to the
jurisdiction rules specified in this law, in all cases.

Article (7):

1. The competent authorities in KSA shall prosecute and punish any Saudi citizen who commits
- outside KSA- one of the crimes stipulated in Article (3) hereof provided that the crime
committed is punishable in the state in which it was committed, and that this citizen was not
prosecuted or punished by the authorities of that state.

2. The paragraph (1) of this Article shall be apply to Saudi Diplomatic or Consular Corps
employees outside KSA if theirimmunity prevents them from pursuing in the states where they
are accredited.

Article (8):

The competent authorities in KSA shall take measures and prosecute persons accused of
complicity or principal or subordinate engagement of a crime by means of assistance with
intervention, incitement, preparation, or attempting to commit one of the crimes stipulated in
Article (3) of this Law outside the territory of KSA, if the accused persons intend to facilitate such

crimes inside KSA.

2. Controlled delivery decisions shall be made on a case-by-case basis.

A license to import or trade in narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances or for legitimate
purposes
Article (12):

Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may only be imported or exported for
legitimate purposes under an import or export license issued by the MOH. The license shall be
granted for a period of one renewable year, provided that it shall include the licensee’s data,
narcotic, or psychotropic substance, in details as specified by the Regulations.

Article (13):
Granting license to import or export narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances shall be
limited to the following establishments:
1. Pharmaceutical companies and their agents.
2. Warehouses for the wholesale of drugs.
3. Governmental and private therapeutic institutions, institutes and scientific research centers

whose specialization requires the use of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances.
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4. Chemical, industrial, bacteriological, nutritional, or other analysis laboratories whose work
requires the use of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances.

5. Factories licensed to manufacture medicines that contain narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances.

Article (14):

Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may not be imported or exported except in
sealed packages, with a statement specifying name, quantity, concentration, and pharmaceutical
dosage form of the substance, even if itis a sample. Substance packages may not contain any other
substance.

Article (15):
The Ministry of Health (MOH) may review the quantity to be imported or exported for

approval, amendment, or rejection in accordance with the controls specified by the regulations.

Article (16):

Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances that arrive at customs may only be delivered
under a clearance license issued by the MOH, provided that this license shall be returned to it after
the clearance ends.

Article (17):
The Minister of Interior shall be entitled to authorize government departments, institutes, and

scientific research centers to import and plant seeds of plants listed in schedule No. (IV) Attached
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to this law for medical purposes and scientific research, with the controls and terms prescribed for
this according to what is specified by the regulations.
Article (18):
Narcotics or psychotropic substances may not be transported inside KSA except in
accordance with the controls and terms specified by the regulations.
Article (19):
The Ministry of Interior (MOI), in coordination with customs, shall authorize the passage
of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances through the territory of KSA to another state,

according to what specified by the regulation.

Article (20):

1. The MOH may authorize the trade in narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances for medical
and scientific use within KSA of wholesale drug stores, drug factories and pharmacies,
provided that the establishment shall be managed by a Saudi pharmacist licensed to practice
the profession of pharmacy.

2. The owner of apharmaceutical establishment - authorized to trade in narcotics or psychotropic

substances - may not dispose of the establishment without the approval of the MOH.
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Article (21):

A Saudi pharmacist or a Saudi Pharmacy Technician shall be the custodian of narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances in warehouses, drug factories and therapeutic institutions. The
chief nursing or his/ her representative in the internal departments of the therapeutic institutions
shall be the custodian of narcotics or psychotropic substances.

Article (22):

Any person responsible for the custody of Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances in

the licensed facilities may not be appointed if he/she is one of the following persons:

1. Whosoever was sentenced to due to drunkenness.

2. Whosoever has been sentenced of a crime related to Narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances.

3. Whosoever has been sentenced of a crime involving breach of honor or honesty.

4. Whosoever has been dismissed from a public office by disciplinary ruling for reasons of
breaching honor or honesty.
Article (23):

Every pharmaceutical establishment licensed to import, export, possess or trade in narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances, or therapeutic or research institutions licensed to use narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances, shall register them, and monitor dispensing. It shall also submit
registration data for these substances to the MOH, according to what is specified by the

regulations.
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Article (24):

1. Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may not be sold in bulk except for the licensed

pharmaceutical establishments and therapeutic institutions.

2. Therapeutic institutions may not dispense the allocated narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances to other entities without the approval of the MOH.
3. The sold narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may not be delivered to pharmacists or

pharmacy technicians responsible for narcotic drugs or psychotropic.

License to manufacture medicinal preparations which contain narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances
Article (25):

A license to establish factories or laboratories specialized in producing narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances, separating them, or constructing them for scientific or commercial
purposes, shall be granted by a resolution of the Council of Ministers.

Article (26):

Pharmaceutical factories shall be licensed to manufacture medicinal preparations that

contain narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances under a license from the MOH, provided that

the applicant shall fulfill and obtain the trade-license on narcotic substances.
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Article (27):

The licensed factories shall not dispense or use the narcotic or psychotropic substances
except for the manufacture of medical preparations specified in the license. Moreover, it shall
follow the provisions contained in this law and its regulations regarding the registration of these
substances, their disposal and control.

Keeping and Dispensing Procedures of Narcotic drugs or Psychotropic Substances
Article (28):

Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances shall be kept in licensed establishments in a
special place for them inside their original containers very tightly that leaves no chance for
tampering with them or changing their quantity, composition, weight, or concentration ratios. The
regulation shall determine the terms for that.

Article (29):

A pharmacist may not dispense drugs- determined by the MOH - that contain narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances except under a prescription approved by a physician,
veterinarian, or dentist from those licensed to practice the profession in KSA. The regulation shall
determine the terms of the prescription, its data, and its validity period.

Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances prescription shall be kept after dispensing of

their contents in the pharmacy, and register the date of dispensing and the number of their

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2. Specialized paramedics may possess and give some emergency drugs containing narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances only in emergency cases, according to the controls stipulated

by the regulations.

Article (34):

Physician shall be forbidden to prescribe for himself or any of his/her family members a
prescription of drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances whatever the quantity
is.

License for patients to possess and use narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances

Article (35):

1. Any unauthorized person may not possess narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances unless it
is prescribed by a licensed physician according to the provisions of this law. He/she may not
assign the narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances obtained for the intention of treatment in
any form and for any person. Further, he/she shall return what was dispensed to him or what

was left of it to its source when it is not used.

2. In case of death someone who has been given narcotic drugs, those who possess those drugs

shall return them to their source.
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Article (36):

Penalties

I: Principal Penalties

Article (37):

|: Subject to what is stated in Clause (I1) of this Article, death penalty shall be imposed

in order to ensure that the following acts are legally proven against him:

1.

Smuggling of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances.

Receiving narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances from a smuggler.

Bringing in, importing, exporting, manufacturing, producing, converting, extracting,
cultivating, or receiving narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances with the intention to
promote in cases other than those authorized in this law.

Participating by agreement in committing any of the acts stipulated in the previous paragraphs.
Promoting narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances for the second time by selling, gifting,
distributing, delivering, receiving, or transporting, provided that a previous sentence is issued

for conviction by promotion for the first time.
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6. Promote for the first time, provided that he/she has previously been convicted of committing

one of the acts stipulated in paragraphs 1, 2, 3 of this Article.

ll: The court may - for reasons it decides - reduce the death penalty to imprisonment of not less than
fifteen years, with flogging not exceeding fifty lashes in each batch, and a fine of not less
than one hundred thousand riyals.

ll: If the perpetrator is one of the following cases, and he/she has not been sentenced to death
penalty stipulated in Clause (I) of this Article, he/she shall be punished with
imprisonment for a period not less than twenty-five years, with flogging not more than
fifty lashes in each batch, and a fine of not less than one hundred and fifty thousand
riyals. These cases are:

1. If the perpetrator returns to committing one of these crimes after being sentenced for
committing one of them, and the penalty shall be applied according to the provision of this
article.

3. If the perpetrator is a public employee, user, or one of those charged with implementing the
provisions of this law, or who is entrusted with combating narcotics or psychotropic

substances or controlling their handling or possession.

3. Ifthe perpetrator is a partner in an organized gang and its objectives include smuggling drugs

or psychotropic substances into KSA, trading in them or providing them for abuse,
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orif his/her crime is associated with an international crime such as weapons trafficking, money
counterfeiting or terrorism.

If the perpetrator was armed and used his/ her weapon during his/her crime.

Article (38):

1.

Without prejudice to the cases permitted under this Law, the statutorily authorized sentences
for the possession, sale, purchase, supply, funding, receiving, obtaining, delivering,
transferring, exchanging, bartering, dispensing, in any capacity whatsoever or mediating with
the intention of trading and/or paid or unpaid promotion of narcotic drugs, seeds, plants that
produces narcotic or psychotropic substances, range from five years not more than fifteen
years imprisonment, and/or flogging by not more than fifty lashings for each crime, and/or a
fine ranging from a thousand Saudi Riyal (SAR) not more than fifty thousand SAR.

The punishments stipulated in Paragraph (1) of this Article shall be enhanced in the following
cases:

If the perpetrator fulfills one of the cases mentioned in Clause (Ill) of Article (37) of this Law.

If the perpetrator committed his/her crime or part thereof in a mosque, educational
institutions, or correctional institution, as specified by the Regulations.

If the narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances - subject of the crime - are heroin, cocaine, or
any similar substance with the same effect, based on a technical report approved by the MOH,

provided that they are among the substances listed in the schedules attached to this Law.
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D. If the perpetrator uses, employs, offers, sells, or forces by any means (e.g., the reward or
punishment approach) the persons who are under his/her guardianship, custody and/or

minors to engage in any crime or to use narcotic drugs.

E. Whosoever establishes or manages a venue for the use of narcotics or psychotropic
substances.

Article (39):

Without prejudice to the cases permitted under this Law, the statutorily authorized
sentences for the possession, sale, purchase, supply, funding, receiving, obtaining, delivering,
transferring, exchanging, bartering, dispensing, in any capacity whatsoever or mediating without
the intention of trading, promotion, abuse or use of narcotic drugs, seeds, plants that produces
narcotic or psychotropic substances, range from two years not more than five years imprisonment,
and/or flogging by not more than fifty lashings for each crime, and/or a SAR three thousand not
more than SAR thirty thousand fine.

Article (40):

1. The statutorily authorized sentences, range from three years not more than ten years and/or
flogging by not more than fifty lashings for each crime, and/or not more than SAR fifty
thousand fine, against each and every perpetrator commits the acts stipulated in Paragraph (5)
of Article (3) of this Law. Furthermore, the court may enhance such punishments due to

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Article (42):

1.

A case may not be filed due to the abuse, use, or addiction to narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances against the perpetrator of one of these acts if he/she or his/her ancestors,
descendants, spouse or one of his/her relatives requested his/her treatment provided that
he/she shall submit or guide to the place of drug or psychotropic substances in his/her

possession.

Investigation, in cases of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances abuse, may be closed for
the first time if the following considerations are fulfilled:

The accused person shall not be over twenty years old.

The narcotic drugs use, or abuse may not be coupled with a criminal offense that requires legal
consideration.

The narcotic drugs use, or abuse may not be coupled with a traffic accident that results in

mortalities making the perpetrator liable for such crime.

The accused may not, upon arrest, make any resistance, which in turn would cause harm to the

entity authorized to make arrests or others entities.
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Article (43):

Instead of imposing punishments on the addict for narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substance abuse, he/she may be placed in one of the Addiction Rehab Centers designed for this
purpose. These regulations define the cases in which the addict may be placed in the Addiction

Rehab Centers, requester entities of such placement, and the conditions for discharging this addict.

Article (44):
A Committee for Examination of Addiction Cases shall be formed by a decision of Minister of
Interior, in conjunction with MOH. The regulations shall define its functions, competencies,

membership, and workflow processes.

Article (45):

If the placed addict commits during his/her treatment term any of the crimes stipulated in
this Law, imprisonment shall be executed after subtracting the term spent in the Addiction Rehab
Centers.

Article (46):

1. The statutorily authorized sentences, range not more than three months and/or flogging by
not more than fifty lashings against whom so ever frequently visits a place designed for
narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances abuse, while using drugs, and being aware of the

place’s nature.
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The provision of this Article shall not apply to the spouse of the person who founded the said place
for narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances abuse, nor to its ascendants, offspring, siblings, or

those who reside in the said place, unless they are involved in the crime.

Article (47):

The Minister of Interior or its representatives may merely deport an addict of narcotics or
psychotropic substances who entered KSA through a Hajj or Umrah visa procuring narcotic drugs
or psychotropic substances that do not exceed its need and personal use. The regulations shall

define substance type and quantity.

Article (48):

The statutorily authorized sentences range not more than six months imprisonment and/
or a fine not more than SAR three thousand against whosoever commits an act in violation of the
provisions of Article (36) of this Law.

Article (49):
1. Without prejudice to the provisions of the previous Articles, a fine not more than SAR twenty
thousand shall be imposed on:

A.  Anyone who have a license to procure or trade in narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances,

and violated Articles (23), (30) and (31) of this Law.
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B. Anyone who manage a pharmacy or the premises licensed to trade in narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances, and violated Article (23) of this Law.

C. Anyone who is authorized to procure narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, plants, or seeds
referred to in schedules (1), (I1), (IV) attached herein, and who procure in good faith quantities
exceed or less than the allocated quantity.

2. The penalty imposed on the violator shall be doubled, if he/she commits similar criminal acts
stipulated in paragraph (1) of this Article, within a period of three years as of the date of the

previous sentence penalty. Further, the violating premises shall be closed.

Forcing the addict to refer to psychiatric clinic
Article (50):

The addict or abuser of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances proven addicted may be
compelled to refer to a psychiatric clinic designed for this purpose to help him get rid of addiction
instead of applying the punishment stipulated in Article (41) of this Law. Anyone who is discharged
from the Addiction Rehab Centers shall consult psychiatric clinic to ensure that it has recovered,
provided that the physician assigned to assist the addict may submit a report on its condition to
the Committee for Examination of Addiction Cases within three months from the date of
consulting the psychiatric clinic in order to decide on his/her recovery, or to resume his/her

treatment for another term.

5. The land cultivated with plants contained in Schedule No. (V) enclosed herein if it is owned
by the perpetrator, and if it is not the owner, the court shall consider terminating the title.

Article (54):

The competent court may, autonomously or upon a request from the investigation entity
at any stage or when the case is considered, whenever there are cogent reasons, issue an order for
provisional seizure of the fixed and movable assets of drug smugglers or dealers or the money of
his/her spouses, children or other persons who reside inside or outside KSA, until the case is
resolved, if an evidence indicating that the source of all or part of these funds were obtained from
criminal acts mentioned in Article (3) of this Law, is established.

Article (55):

1. The license for managing the establishment licensed to trade in narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances for medical or scientific purposes shall be canceled, if the perpetrator is the one
licensed to manage it or the manager responsible for its management and has committed one
of the criminal acts stipulated in article (3) of this Law.

2. The convicted may be deprived of practicing the profession for a period not exceeding the

specified imprisonment sentence. Upon an order, the premises may be temporarily closed for
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a period not exceeding one year, or it may be permanently closed in case of recurrence of
criminal acts stipulated in article (3) of this Law.

Article (56):

1. Saudis convicted of committing any criminal acts stipulated in Article (3) of this Law shall be
banned from traveling outside KSA for a period similar to the imprisonment period after
serving his/her sentence, provided that the ban period may not be less than two years. The
Minister of Interior may allow travelling in case of necessity during the ban period.

2. Non-Saudis shall be deported from KSA after the execution of the sentence, and may not
allowed to return, except as instructed regarding Hajj and Umrah.

Article (57):

Article (58):

Whosoever engages in any criminal act stipulated in paragraphs (1), (2), (3), (4), and (5) of

Article (3) of this Law, whether such engagement reflected by agreement, incitement or assistance

shall be penalized with the same penalty imposed on the principal perpetrator.

Article (59):

1. An attempt to commit any of the crimes stipulated in Paragraph No. (1) Of Article (38) of this
law shall be punished by imprisonment for a period not exceeding ten years, and a fine not
exceeding fifty thousand riyals.

2. An attempt to commit any of the other crimes shall be punished by not more than half of the

upper limit of the imprisonment and fine penalties specified in this law for a complete crime.

3. In addition to provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article, the court may impose a penalty

of flogging that it deems appropriate in all cases.

Article (60):

1. For significant reasons, or if it appears from the morals of the convicted person, his/her past,
age, personal circumstances, the circumstances in which the crime was committed, or other
things that give rise to the belief that the accused will not return to violating the provisions of

this law- the court may decrease the minimum prison sentence stipulated in Articles (37), (38),
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(39), (40) and (41) of this law. The court may also suspend the execution of the imprisonment
sentence imposed according to Article 48 of this law for the same reasons, unless it was
previously sentenced and returned to the same violation. The reasons upon which the
judgment was based shall be indicated in all cases.

2. If the convicted person returns to commit one of the crimes punishable under this law within
three years from reprieve, the court may cancel reprieve and demand its enforcement without
prejudice to the penalty prescribed for the new crime.

3. Ifthe period of reprieve expires without the convicted person returning for committing one of
the crimes punishable in the law, the suspended sentence shall be deemed null, and void and
all its effects shall lapse.

Article (61):

Whosoever among the perpetrators - unless he/she was the instigator of the crime - shall
be exempt from the penalties prescribed for the crimes stipulated in Article (3) of this Law, who
initiated to inform the public authorities about the crime before they become aware of it.

If the crime is reported after authorities’ knowledge of it, to exempt the reporter, his/her
report shall lead to the arrest of the remaining perpetrators as long as this is possible.

Article (62):

1. If a person commits several crimes punishable under the provisions of this law before a final
judgment is given against any one of them, he/she shall be tried for the offense with the

severest penalty and sentenced exclusively.
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2. If such acrime is punishable under this and other law, the severest penalty shall apply.

Article (63):

Penalties shall multiply with the fine, and these penalties may not require confiscation.
Article (64):

Disciplinary flogging penalties may overlap, contenting with the severer penalty, unless
the judge decides otherwise, with the declaration of evidence of guilt in each crime separately.
Article (65):

Provisions of articles (27) and (28) of Law of Criminal Procedures shall apply in relation to
controlling crimes stipulated herein.

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Narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, subject to controlled delivery,

or any part of the quantity shall be placed if it is agreed to be replaced.

The request shall be as agreed upon regarding the shipment to be
delivered and transportation mode, whether the persons involved are

arrested or not.

Saudi Customs and General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control shall
verify the shipments subject to the controlled delivery at the port
through which the shipment will pass under a joint record.

The shipments with the transportation mode, if any, shall be delivered
after conducting inventory count to the General Directorate of Narcotic
drugs Control for the necessary procedures.

If the shipment is planned to pass through the Kingdom to another

country, the following controls shall be considered:

The request shall be in Arabic.

Saudi Customs shall verify the existence of the narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances to be delivered or the substances that have
been substituted according to the delivery request.

The General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control, in coordination with
any competent authority within the Kingdom, shall monitor the
shipment until it [eaves the Territory and hand it over to the authorities

of the other country.
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The request shall include complete information on the shipment, as well
as the approval of the country of destination. In the event that the
shipment passes through several countries following its exit from the
Territory, the competent authority in the requesting country shall
coordinate with those countries, obtain their approval, and attach the
relevant evidence.

If the shipment is detected within the Kingdom, and was on its way to
another country, the following controls shall be considered:

The request shall be in Arabic.

The competent authorities within the Kingdom shall agree with the
authorities of the country of destination to send the same shipment or
replace it.

If it is agreed to send the shipment of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances without replacing it, samples shall be cut from the quantity.
The requestshall be as agreed by the authorities regarding the shipment
to be delivered and transportation mode, whether the persons involved

are arrested or not.

In all cases and in the event that the shipment includes any prohibited
substance other than narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances, the
General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control shall coordinate with the
relevant authorities before taking any procedures regarding the above
mentioned controlled delivery cases.

The procedures mentioned in the previous paragraphs shall be taken,

after obtaining the approval of the Minister of Interior or its
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representatives, provided to coordinate with the Saudi Customs any
matters falling within its competence.

The Minister of Interior, at its sole discretion, or its representatives may
make exceptions to these controls and conditions, provided that the
competent authorities shall verify the existence of narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances and concealment place and may only be

satisfied with observation of these substances and not inspection.

Article(9):

The private establishment desiring to import or export narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances for legitimate purposes shall be licensed by the

MOH or SFDA, each within its field of competence.

The public or private establishment shall have an annual need approved
by SFDA.

The import license shall be valid for a maximum period of one year,
which expires at the end of the annual needs.

The import license shall be renewed as per the following terms:

The license of the private establishment shall be valid.

The requester shall have needs, covering the quantity to be imported,

approved by SFDA for the year during which the renewal is to be made.
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For import delays, the establishment shall submit evidence that the
delay was due to satisfactory reasons.
The export requesters shall submit a valid import license from the

importing country, including the following:

Name and address of the importer, beneficiary, manufacturer, and

exporter

The scientific and trade name of the substance, pharmaceutical form,

concentration, volume, packaging, quantity, and net weight.

The export license shall be valid for a period equal to the validity period
of the import license issued by the importing country, provided that its
validity period may not exceed one year.

The export license shall be renewed as per the following terms:

The license of the private establishment shall be valid.

The requester shall have needs, covering the quantity to be exported,

approved by SFDA for the year during which the renewal is to be made.

The import license issued from the importing country shall be valid and

match the export license data.

The import or export license shall have the following data:

Name and address of the importer, beneficiary, manufacturer, and

exporter‘

The scientific and trade name of the substance, pharmaceutical form,

concentration, volume, packaging, quantity, and net weight.

License instructions set by SFDA.

The import of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be by air
transport. The SFDA, in agreement with the MOI, may authorize other
transportation modes. The importer shall comply with the conditions
and specifications for the transportation and shipment of narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances by the manufacturer, as well as the terms
providedin the international agreements and laws in force in the

Kingdom.

Samples of narcotics or psychotropic substances may not be imported

except for registration only.
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Article (10):

The quantity to be imported or exported shall be checked as per the

following controls:

1.

The quantity to be imported may not exceed the quantity of the

establishment’s requirements approved by SFDA.

The data and the quantity of the substance to be exported shall match
the data, its whole quantity, or any part thereof as in the import license

issued by the country of destination.

The quantity of the substance to be exported may not exceed the annual
need of the country of destination, as approved by International
Narcotic drugs Control Board (INCB).

Article (11):

1.

Issuance of a clearance permit of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances arriving at the Saudi Customs requires an import license
issued by the SFDA before the date of the substances' arrival in the
Kingdom. except drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances that are in the possession of patients coming to or departing
from the Kingdom for personal use in accordance with the procedures
and controls approved by the CEO of SFDA, in coordination with MOH.
Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be kept within the
Saudi Customs in accordance with the terms mentioned in Article (19)

herein.
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3. The clearance license shall include the license instructions set by SFDA.

Article (12):

1. The entity desiring to import planting seeds listed in schedule (IV)
annexed to the Law of Combating the Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic
Substances shall submit a request indicating the seeds type, quantities,
and purpose.

2. The request shall be addressed to MOI. Further, it is to be examined by
a committee composed of the MOI, MOH, Ministry of Higher Education,
MOA and SFDA.

3. Theimport license shall be valid for one year from date of issuance.

4. The import license shall include the following data:

A. Seed name, type, and quantity.

B. Beneficiary name and address.

C. Name and address of the importer

and exporter.

D. Importing purpose.
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Expiry date of import license.

License instructions set by MOIL.

The seeds arrived at the Saudi Customs may be delivered under a
clearance license issued by the Ministry of the Interior, provided that the
license shall be returned to it upon its expiry. For a clearance license,

an import license issued by MOl is required before the date on which

the seeds arrive at Saudi Customs.

Seeds may only be imported in sealed packages with a statement
specifying the name and quantity of the substance. Substance packages

may not contain any other substance.

The seeds shall be in the custody of a person specified by the requester
upon request submittal, while adhering to Article (22) of the Law of

Combating Narcotic drugs and psychotropic Substances.

The beneficiary shall submit evidence on the usage of the quantity for
the purpose for which itwas requested according to a statement held by

it and shall also submit a copy thereof to MOI.

If the quantity has not been used, the remaining quantity shall be
handed over to the General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control under
astatementissued. Further, the provisions provided in Article (52) of the
Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and psychotropic Substances and

these Regulations shall be applied.

For the issuance of a planting license, the following terms shall apply:

The location of the cultivated area and the duration shall be determined.

The place prepared for cultivation shall be surrounded by a security
fence with security guards employed by the beneficiary. In addition, the

authorized persons are only allowed to enter.

The beneficiary shall preserve the production including seeds and
others in a way that ensures that they will not leak or used for other
purposes than the intended. The beneficiary’s entity shall undertake

control and inspection procedures to verify the same.

The rest of the crops and production, if any, shall be destroyed in
accordance with Article (52) of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs

and psychotropic Substances and these Regulations.
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Article (13):

Transportation and delivery of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances within the Kingdom shall be under to the following controls
and terms:

Substances shall be kept inside tightly closed and sealed containers with
a serial number documented in the statement on origin, where a copy

thereof shall be saved by both the supplier and the beneficiary.

The handover of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances from the
warehouse to the container and vice versa shall be made under a
statement signed by the custodian of the warehouse and the official

entrusted with the container.

Delivery statement shall include substance name, volume, package size,
quantity in figures and words, name and address of the deliverer and

receiver, delivery date and seal.

The container through the period of transportation, handling and

delivery shall be under security guard licensed and approved by MOI.

If the narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances be transported by a

private carrier, the carrier shall be licensed by the MOI.

The following instructions are to be followed when transporting drugs

containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances:
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The storage during transportation shall be with the storage

specifications set by the manufacturer.

The official entrusted with the container shall be a pharmacist or a

pharmacist technician.

The delivery statement shall include the pharmaceutical form,

concentration, batch number, and expiry date.

Upon transportation, the samples sent to laboratories for analysis shall
be stored inside a sealed package with a letter indicating the substance
name and the quantity, whether in amount or weight, provided that a
letter handed to the laboratory with the test request shall be attached to

the package while mentioning the exhibit number.

Article (14):

1.

The Saudi Customs may not permit the passage of narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances through the territory without a permission
from the Minister of Interior or its representative.

The following terms regarding the passage of narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances through the Kingdom shall be applied:

The authorized person shall obtain a license from the country of

exportation and the country of destination.

Transportation mode, route and exit port shall be determined.
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C. Type, name, quantity and percentage of narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances shall be determined.

D. Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances shall be subject to a security

guard determined by MOI.

3. Saudi Customs shall verify the availability of the necessary terms
regarding the passage of narcotics or psychotropic substances through
the territory in accordance with the applicable laws, regulations, and

instructions.

4. Customs shall verify the exit of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances from the territory through the specified exit port within the
specified period. In the event of non-departure, the General Directorate
of Narcotic drugs Control shall be immediately informed to take the
necessary actions within its field of competence, provided to notify the

Saudi Customs about the actions taken in this regard.

Article (15):

CEO of SFDA, in coordination with the Minister of Health, shall
approve the regulations and controls regarding handling narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances in warehouses, drug factories and therapeutic

institutions.
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Article (16):

The statement of the registration of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances in pharmaceutical establishments and therapeutic or
research institutions licensed to use narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances shall include the following:

Periodic record (records) No. and its date.

Generic name of the narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances, dosage
form, concentration, volume, package size.

Remaining quantity of the previous periodic record.

Received quantity.
Deliverer.
Total amount.

The dispensed quantity.

The data for whom the amount was dispensed.

The remaining quantity.

Name and signature of the custodian of narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances.

Name and signature of the establishment manager or its representative.
Official stamp of the establishment.

The data of the periodic record (records) shall be submitted every six
months to the MOH or SFDA, each within its field of competence, and a

copy thereof shall be maintained within the establishment.

Article (17):
The CEO of SFDA, in coordination with the Minister of Health, shall
approve the procedures and controls for the sale and delivery of narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances and their disposal at pharmaceutical

establishments and therapeutic institutions.

Article (18):

1. Therequestfor alicense to establish, separate and construct factories or
laboratories  specialized in manufacturing narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances for scientific or commercial purposes, shall be
submitted to SFDA.

2. AStanding Committee shall be formed in SFDA in conjunction with the
Ministry of Interior, the Ministry of Trade and Industry and the MOH.

The committee shall undertake the following tasks:

A.Set the instructions and procedures to license factories and laboratories
referred to in paragraph (1) above, and the methods to be adopted for

monitoring.

B.Consider license applications referred to in paragraph (1) above, and the
appropriateness of approval thereof.
3. SFDA shall submit the license applications approved by the Standing

Committee to the Council of Ministers for necessary action.
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Article (19):

1.

The following instructions shall be applied regarding the storage of
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:
Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be stored according to

the storage specifications and conditions set by the manufacturer.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be stored in a safe or

warehouse within the licensed establishment.

The safe (or warehouse) shall be only designed to store narcotic drugs

and psychotropic substances.

The safe (or warehouse) shall be tightly closed, so that it cannot be
removed, broken, or moved. It shall also be provided with a security
alarm system for protection.

SFDA, in coordination with MOH, shall verify the safety and security of
the provided modern technology to preserve narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances maintaining their properties according to the

previous conditions before approval for use.

CEO of SFDA, in coordination with the Minister of Health, shall approve
procedures and controls regarding preserving and destroying damaged
items and empty packages containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic

substances.
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The following measures shall be taken in cases of the increase, loss,

shortage or destruction of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:

The custodian shall maintain it and inform its line manager of what
he/she has observed without touching or changing its conditions. The
official shall immediately provide guards in the place and seize all its

contents.

If the loss, shortage, or destruction was a result of burglary, or there is a
suspicion of theft or evidence on robbery, the establishment manager
shall inform the Police and the General Directorate of Narcotic drugs

Control of the incident.

If the loss, shortage, destruction, or the increase leaves no signs of
assault or burglary, or there is no suspicion of theft, the following

measures shall be taken:

The establishment manager shall form an investigation committee of
at least three members, one of them shall be working at the inventory
control department in the establishment, to be assigned with the

following:

A. Conductaninventory count of the items in the place where the increase,

shortage, loss, or destruction has taken place in order to count the

excess, missed, lost or destroyed items and their quantities.
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Examine reasons for the increase, loss, shortage, or destruction, whether
it is out of negligence, omission, or any other emergency, with the

determination of the liability of the defaulting party or negligent.

The establishment manager shall submit the committee's report to
MOH or SFDA, each within its field of competence, to take the necessary

action, and keep a copy thereof in the custody record.

the criminal investigation component official at MOH or SFDA finds out
that the increase, loss, shortage, or destruction is resulted from a
criminal act, then an incident record shall be prepared, and the General
Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control and the Bureau of Investigation

and Public Prosecution shall be notified thereof.

Article (20):

Conditions for the prescription are as follows:

The prescription shall only include one medication.

The prescription shall consist of an original at the top of which the
(controlled substance) phrase shall be written in red and two copies

with (not for dispensing) note.
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The original prescription is kept within the pharmacy. In addition, the
patientis given a copy, and the other copy is kept within the prescription

record.

The prescription shall be written in indelible ink and be free from any

scratch or modification.

Prescription data:

Establishment name and address.

Patient full name, age, gender, and nationality.

Patient file number and ID number.

Number and date of prescription.

Diagnosis.

Scientific name of the drug, pharmaceutical form and prescribed dose,
treatment duration in number and writing.

Physician name, work permit number and signature.

Pharmacist name, custodian, work permit number and signature.

Prescription instructions determined by MOH in coordination with
SFDA.

Establishment stamp.
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2. The expiry date of the prescription from the date of issuance shall be as
follows:

A. Only one day in emergency cases.

B. Seven days for clinics and outpatients.

The Minister of Health, in coordination with the CEO of SFDA, may
amend the terms, data and the expiry date contained in the previous

paragraphs of this Article.

Minister of Health, in coordination with SFDA, shall verify the provided
modern technology while writing the prescription to ensure compliance

with the previous term before approval.

Article (21):

The original prescription shall be maintained for three years.

Each pharmacy shall keep a record of the prescriptions for a period of

five years.

The prescriptions and records shall be destroyed following the expiry of
the specified period by a three-member committee formed by a decision
of the establishment manager or its representative, and a report thereon

shall be prepared.
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Records shall be written in indelible ink and when amendment is made,
it shall be signed.

At the end of each year, the name and signature of the custodian of
narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances, and name and signature of
establishment manager or its representative shall be written on the
record. The record shall be stamped with the official stamp of

establishment.

Records shall be kept for ten years.

Records shall be destroyed following the expiry of the preservation
period by a three-member committee formed by decision of
establishment manager or its representative and a report thereon shall

be prepared.

SFDA shall verify in coordination with the MOH that there is a modern
technique for registering all drugs delivered to pharmacy or warehouse

to ensure compliance with the previous terms.

Article (23):

The Minister of Health in coordination with the CEO of SFDA shall adopt
procedures and controls for prescribing and dispensing narcotic drugs

or psychotropic substances in the therapeutic institutions.
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2. The Minister of Health shall adopt procedures and controls for ensuring
the compliance of therapeutic institutions with this Article and shall

review all evidences proving such compliance.

Article (24):

1. Physicians shall be licensed to possess, prescribe and dispense narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances from their private clinics in

accordance with the following controls:

A. The clinic license issued by MOH shall be valid.

B. The clinic shall have an annual needs approved by SFDA.

C. Narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances shall be in the custody of
physician, owner of the clinic, and under his responsibility or in the
custody of Saudi pharmacist or a Saudi pharmacy technician working in

the clinic.

D. The possession shall be limited to emergency drugs specified by

Minister of Health.

E. The prescription and dispensing in private clinics shall be subject to

controls set forth in Articles (20, 21, 22 and 23) herein.
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Controls for the possession and administration of emergency drugs
containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances in emergency

cases:

Manager of the emergency center shall be responsible for emergency
drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances in the
emergency centers, in the absence of a Saudi pharmacist or Saudi

pharmacy technician in the center.

Head of the emergency teams shall be responsible for the custody of
emergency drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances

in the emergency ambulance.

Minister of Health shall adopt emergency drugs containing narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances and pharmaceutical forms, which are

permitted in €mergency cases.

. The emergency drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances in emergency cases shall be given as follows:

The emergency drugs shall be given to patient by the first aiders after

obtaining approval of physician and identifying the drug and dose.
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The empty drug container shall be returned to the entity that dispensed
the drug. Patient’s name, physician name, time and date of contact,
name of dispensed drug, dose, and time of dispensing, name and
signature of the person who dispensed it shall be registered in the

custody record.

If the dose prescribed to patient is less than the capacity of the injection,
the first aider who gave drugs and head of emergency team who
administered the drug, shall discard the remaining quantity, and sign the

same in the patient's emergency I’EPOTI.

Article (25):

Family members are parents, children, siblings, and spouse.

Article (26):

The Minister of Health shall issue controls and instructions for

returning the drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances
and means of their disposal, including narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances dispensed by a government or private therapeutic institution.

Article (27):

The provisions set forth in the Law of Chemicals Import and
Management and its Implementing Regulations shall be applied to
precursor chemicals listed in Schedule (Il) annexed to Law of

Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances with regard to
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terms and conditions for importing, exporting, manufacturing, trading,
abusing, assigning, possessing and monitoring them and the competent
authorities.

The competent authorities indicated in the previous paragraph of this
Article shall provide the MOI (General Directorate for Narcotic drugs
Control) with the following:

Annual estimates of legitimate annual needs - per calendar year- of
precursor chemicals determined by MOI (General Directorate for
Narcotic drugs Control).

Copy of import and clearance permits.

The purpose for which precursor chemicals were brought, and the

approximate quantity required for this purpose.
Quarterly statements and reports on the following:
The consumed amounts and remaining amounts.
Produced and consumed amounts.

Destroyed amounts.
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Names of produced substances, their amounts, names and addresses of
beneficiaries, amount of each entity and purpose for using these

substances by each beneficiary.

These quantities should be by weight (kilograms, grams) or by volume

(liters, milliliters).

Statement at the end of each calendar year shall be presented, including

the following:

Total of imported (cleared) quantities by weight or volume and the

country of exportation.

Total of exported quantities by weight or volume and the country to

which itis exported.

The weight shall be net and not include weight of package or container.

. A copy of reports of violations of the Law of Chemicals Import and

Management and its Implementing Regulations.

In addition to the competent authorities indicated in the Law of
Chemicals Import and Management, the MOI (General Directorate for
Narcotic drugs Control) shall coordinate with SFDA to control precursor
chemicals and verify the validity of data mentioned in paragraph (2) of
Article (27) herein.
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A Saudi pharmacist, Saudi chemist, Saudi pharmacy technician or Saudi
chemical technician shall be responsible for the custody of precursors

Arraigning and bringing a public prosecution against the crimes

An addict is a person proven to be addicted by a medical report issued
by a rehabilitation institute designated for this purpose.

Cases in which addict may be placed in rehabilitation institute:

The addict found to be addicted to narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances, provided that no other offense may be associated.

The addict who possessed, acquired, purchased, or received narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances only for abuse, provided that it does
not exceeds his need or personal use.

The addict who is arrested by competent authority based on a report or
compliant.

The rehabilitation institute shall determine the admission duration by a
medical report as required by the condition of treatment of the addict,
provided that the admission duration may not be less than fifteen days.
The committee of examination of addiction cases shall submit its report
on the addict to the Bureau of Investigation and Public Prosecution,
including his/her social and medical condition and the required
treatment duration.

The Bureau of Investigation and Public Prosecution shall submit the
report of the committee of examination of addiction cases to the

com pete nt court.
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The addict shall be admitted to a rehabilitation institute under a court
order after conviction.

The treatment duration may not be less than six months and may not
exceed two years and court may reduce the minimum period for
compelling grounds.

The admission is not applied to the following cases:

. The addict who was previously admitted twice to the rehabilitation
institute by court order.

The addict who previously committed during his treatment duration in
the rehabilitation institute any of offenses set forth in the Law of
Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances.

Paragraph (a) does not apply to the addict who has been admitted to the
rehabilitation institute three years ago.

Terms for release:

The rehabilitation institute shall discharge the admitted addict after the
stabilization of his/her condition by a medical report, provided that the
committee of examination of addiction cases shall be notified in writing.
If the condition of admitted addict requires the extension of his/her
treatment duration, the rehabilitation institute shall submit a report on
the case sufficiently prior the expiry of the treatment established period.

In case that the beneficiary cancels the import request, it shall inform SFDA of
this within two weeks as maximum from the date of cancellation via the e-mail

Instructions of the export license shall be determined by SFDA and printed
within the license.

Import requests of government and private sectors of standard materials
containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be treated as
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

SFDA and the Health investment general department in the region or
governorate of the requester, is entitled to accept, reject, or modify the import

request, and reason for whatever case shall be mentioned.

Entities mentioned in Article (2) of the Implementing Regulations of the Law
of Combating Narcotic drugs and psychotropic Substances shall Insure their
needs of medical drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances
in their transportations to meet emergencies and first aid through direct

purchase from the drug agent or the local pharmaceutical manufacturer
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licensed by SFDA according to Paragraph 2 (k) of Article (7) hereof.

narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

6. Re-export requests shall be treated as follows:
a. Justifications for re-export request shall be given.

b. Such requests shall be returned to the same entity of the exporting country.

c. A letter from the competent authority at the importing country shall be

submitted, indicating approval of re-export.

d. The drugs may not be counterfeit or spoiled.

e. Any logo or information related to its registration or price in the KSA shall be
removed.

7. Grantingan export license shall be limited to drug agents, local pharmaceutical

manufacturers, and wholesale drug stores. His Excellency the chief executive

Authority of SFDA may make Exception from that and allow exportation to any

establishmentindicated in Article (13) of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and

psychotropic Substances, as needed.

8. In case of loss or damage of export license, exporter shall explain the reasons

for the loss or damage, and submit original license if possible, or undertake to
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return the lost license once it is found, and when the request is approved, a
replacement of lost license is issued.

9. In the event that a compensatory quantity is requested for quantities
withdrawn, recovered, destroyed, or re-exported to KSA, the requester shall attach
proof of this. When the request is approved, the export license of the required
compensatory quantity is issued and to be indicated in the license.

10. SFDA may accept, reject, or modify the request for issuing export license, and

reason for whatever case shall be mentioned.

Article (5):

Procedures and controls for issuing clearance license for imported narcotic

drugs and psychotropic substances and export license:

1.Clearance of imported narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:

a. Upon arrival of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances at customs port in
KSA, the importer shall submit clearance request via NDS as indicated in NDS

User Manual attached herein.

b. In case of failure to access NDS, the following steps shall be followed:
Upon arrival of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances at customs port in
KSA, the Importer shall submit clearance request to the branch of SFDA at the

customs port. Further, the following requirements shall be attached to the

request:
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A copy of the import license, and the export license issued by the exporting
country, if any.

A copy of bill of lading indicating its number, date, exporting country and name
of customs port of arrival.

Original certificate of origin (or a copy of the certificate of origin provided that
original is submitted within thirty days from the date of issuance of the
clearance license), signed, sealed and attested by the Embassy of Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia or the Chamber of Commerce in the country of origin, indicating
the name and address of the manufacturer and exporter, the data of narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substance contained in the import license, batch No.,
production and expiry date, and, if possible, invoice number and date.
Original invoice (or a copy of it, provided that original is submitted within
thirty days from the date of issuance of the clearance license), signed, sealed
and attested by the Embassy of Kingdom of Saudi Arabia or the Chamber of

Commerce in the country of origin, indicating the following:

Number and date of invoice.

Name and address of manufacturer and exporter.

Scientific and trade name of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance, its
dosage form, concentration, volume, package size and quantity.

Batch No., production, and expiry date, provided that substances shall be valid

for at least two-thirds of shelf life.
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Price of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance registered at SFDA, in the
event that the substances are in favor of pharmaceutical agents to meet local
market demands.

Letter of Approval on the receipt of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance
from the beneficiary shall be submitted when the substance is valid for less
than two-third of shelf life. For narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance that
are registered and priced for the drug agent to meet the local market demands,
the substance shall be valid for at least two-thirds of shelf life. SFDA may lower

the minimum of the remaining of shelf life, when needed.

Upon the approval of request, clearance license shall be issued from the
branch of SFDA at the customs port, then to be sent to the customs department
that notates the actual receipt. Further, the original license shall be returned to
SFDA. Without this license, no narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may
be cleared.

Clearance license may be issued for substances arrived at the customs port two
weeks’ maximum after date of expiry of import license, provided that the
export license and certificate of origin shall be issued from competent

authorities at the exporting country prior the expiry date of import license.

2.Export license of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:

A. Exporter shall submit export license request to the branch of SFDA at the

customs port through which the export is made (or SFDA if there is no
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respective branch in the region or governorate), the following shall be attached . (alasl=ll of dalailly LU g 48 5929 aue Sl § elglly el isl)
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3. General procedures and controls:

a.

The validity of clearance license and export license is three months from date
of issuance.

The instructions of the export license are defined by SFDA, and are to be
printed in the license.

The export requests of government and private sectors of standard materials
containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be treated as the
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

In case of loss or damage of clearance license or export license, the requester
shall explain the reasons for the loss or damage, and submit the original license
if possible, or undertake to return the lost license once it is found. When the
request is approved, the replacement of lost clearance license or export license
is issued.

In the event of a request to renew the clearance license or export license due
to the expiration of the clearance license or export license, the requester shall
clarify the justifications for the renewal request and present the original
license. When the request is approved, the clearance license or export license
is issued for only one time and one month.

SFDA may accept, reject, or modify the request for issuing clearance or export

license, and reason for whatever case shall be mentioned.
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Article (6):

Procedures and controls for clearance narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances that are in the possession of patients arrival to or departing the

Kingdom for personal use, or in the possession of Pilgrim missions or official

Government Authorities (only) coming to or departing the Kingdom for the

use by patients of the mission:

1. It is prohibited to clear internationally and locally prohibited drugs and
substances.

2. ltis prohibited to clear drugs listed in category (D) of Schedule |, category (A)
of Schedule Il of the Schedules of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and
Psychotropic Substances, as well as the articles set forth in Paragraph (IV) of
Psychotropic Substances in the Schedule of the Law of Combating Narcotic
drugs and Psychotropic Substances.

3. The clearance request shall submit to the branch of SFDA at the customs port

through which the medication will arrive (or SFDA if there is no respective branch

in the region or governorate).

4. Drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances in possession of

coming patients shall be disclosed.

5. ltis allowed to clear drugs in possession of patients arrival to KSA for personal

use in accordance with the following conditions:

a. Provide a detailed medical report approved by the therapeutic institution, which

shall not be more than six months, and which shall contain the following:
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i.  Personal information about the patient.
ii.  Medical diagnosis.
iii.  Treatment plan and duration.
iv.  Medical recommendations.
v.  Scientific name of the drug, dosage form and prescribed dose.
b. Or provide a medical prescription made out in the patient’s name approved by
the same therapeutic institution, which shall not be more than six months, and
which shall contain the following information:
i. Diagnosis of the patient.
ii. Scientific name of the drug, dosage form and prescribed dose.

iii. How to use and duration of treatment.

iv.  Seal of the therapeutic Institution.
c. Pledge to use the drug only for the patient and at his/ her own risk.
d. Provide a copy of patient’s ID.
6. Clearance of drugs shall be approved for a quantity that does not exceed
thirty days use or the duration of the patient’s stay in the Kingdom, whichever is
lesser. SFDA has the rights to make an exception to the approved quantity if the
drug or its alternative are not available in the local market, provided that the date

of the drug shall be valid. Further, the following requirements shall be considered:
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a. If the quantity of cleared drug run out, the patient shall consult the licensed
physician at therapeutic institution to make sure of his/ her need to continue the
same medicine.

b. If the physician confirms that the patient needs to continue to take the same
medicine, a medical file will be opened at the same therapeutic institution, the
appropriate medication will be prescribed by the same therapeutic institution, and
the medication will be dispensed from a local pharmacy if the medicine is marketed
for the required period. The patient shall continue to consult the same institution

to obtain medication if his/ her medical condition requires so.

c. If the required or alternative drug is not available in the local market, the
therapeutic institution in which the patient is treated may provide this drug

through one of the drugs distributors after obtaining the approval of SFDA.

7. If the drug is in the form of injections, it is allowed to be cleared under the
supervision of local therapeutic institution in the name of patient, provided that
the medicine is recorded in the hospital records for personal use according to

applicable regulations of these drugs.

8. If the quantity of drug required to be cleared is more than the patient's need,

the remaining quantity shall be destroyed.
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9. Patients departing KSA shall be treated as the arrival patient in accordance with
Paragraphs (1), (2) and (5) of this Article and in a quantity sufficient for maximum

ninety days subject to regulations and laws of countries to be visited.

10. If drugs are not in the possession of patient but in the possession of one of
his/her relatives (parents, children, siblings, and spouse), then a copy of his/ her ID
shall be taken. If it is in the possession of a person acting on his/ her behalf, a
document proves the patient’s consent to bring his/ her drugs shall be attached.
Further, a copy of his/ her ID shall be provided.
11. If the drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances are in
possession of Pilgrim missions or official government authorities (only) coming to
KSA for the use by patients of the mission, they shall be treated as follows:
a. Mission shall submit a clearance request to SFDA’s branch at the customs port to
which the drugs will arrive.
b. Name of the head of mission, pharmacist or pharmacy technician accompanying
the mission who is responsible for the custody of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances shall be stated. If there is not, the custody shall be in the name of the
physician accompanying the mission.

The beneficiary may receive its drugs
directly from the customs whenever desired upon the approval of the
importer.

Custodian of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, Saudi pharmacist or
Saudi pharmacy technician authorized by the importer or beneficiary shall
receive narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances from the customs port.

If Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances reached the customs port
without importation license, such substances shall be confiscated and handled
under Article (52) of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic
Substances, and Article (36) of the Implementing Regulations thereof, and
Article (17) hereof. All provisions stated in the Law of Combating Narcotic
drugs and Psychotropic Substances and its Implementing Regulations shall be

applied to the importer.

If Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances are arrived to the Customs port
prior to the validity of the importation license or after expiration thereof -
except as otherwise stated in Paragraph 1 (e) of Article (5) hereof - such
substances shall be re-exported or destroyed per destruction procedures

provided in Article (16) hereof.

SFDA may clear such substances and grant the same to a government authority

as SFDA may determine, provided that the authority shall be provided with a

ii. Importer shall adhere to the following:

a. Damaged or expired substances shall be destroyed per statutory destruction

procedures, provided that SFDA shall receive a copy of the destruction report.
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For excessive quantities or substances not in conformity with the
specifications and conditions approved by SFDA or specifications and
conditions under which the beneficiary is awarded, shall only be dispensed
upon SFDA’s approval. However, SFDA shall be entitled to stipulate that such
substances shall be granted to a government authority as SFDA may
determine, re-exported, destroyed or cleared as duly applicable. SFDA may
confiscate and handle excessive quantities in accordance with Article (52) of
the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, and Article

(36) of the Implementing Regulations thereof and Article (17) hereof.

Procedures and controls for selling narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances registered and priced by drug agents or pharmaceutical
manufacturer authorized by SFDA to other establishments as follows:

Drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer shall submit an approval
request to sell and deliver narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances to the

beneficiary via NDS, as shown in NDS User Manual attached hereto.

In case of failure to access NDS, the following steps shall be followed:
The beneficiary shall submit an approval request to purchase from drugs agent

or local pharmaceutical manufacturer to the branch of SFDA in the region or

governorate of the requester (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the
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region or governorate), while pharmaceutical establishments and private
therapeutic institutions licensed by MOH shall submit the request to Health

investment general department in the region or governorate of the requester.

d. The request shall be attached to valid licenses of:

e.

The pharmaceutical establishment or private therapeutic institution
issued by MOH or SFDA, or the establishment license issued by MEWA in
case that the required substances are veterinary drugs containing narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances.

The Saudi pharmacist or pharmacy technician responsible for narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances. For government authorities, name
and qualification of the pharmacist or pharmacy technician responsible
for narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be indicated.

The Saudi pharmacist - sale establishment manager (drug agent, local
pharmaceutical manufacturer), Saudi pharmacist or pharmacy technician

responsible for narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

The request shall contain:

The name of local pharmaceutical manufacturer or drug agent to purchase
from.

Scientific and trade name of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances,
dosage form, concentration, volume, and package size.

Quantity to be purchased.
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The establishment shall have annual needs approved by SFDA covering the
quantity to be purchased.

If the purchase is accepted, the requester shall deliver the acceptance to drug
agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer, and a copy thereof shall be
maintained in the custody record.

The validity of such acceptance shall be three months after issuance.
Quantities accepted to be purchased shall be deducted from the annual need
of the beneficiary.

If the beneficiary is a government authority, the number and price of the
medicine printed on the packages shall be deleted and recorded in the
statement of delivery of the substances signed by the custodian in the
establishment and the custodian in the beneficiary, provided that the branch
of SFDA in region or governorate to which the beneficiary is affiliated (or SFDA
there is no respective branch in the region or governorate) shall receive a copy
of such statement within two weeks after purchase. Original statement shall
be maintained in the custody record in the establishment and a copy thereof
in the custody record in the beneficiary.

Injections of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances may not be sold to
private pharmacies authorized to sell in retail by MOH.

Upon submission of approval request to purchase drugs containing narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances from drug agent or local pharmaceutical
manufacturer through transportation to face emergencies and first aid,

transportation, prescribed in Article 2 of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs
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and Psychotropic Substances and its Implementing Regulations thereof, shall
submit the request to the branch in SFDA in the region or governorate to which
it is affiliated (or SFDA there is no respective branch in the region or
governorate). Such request shall be attached by the letter of approval from the
relevant government authority, including names and quantities of the drugs.
The sold quantities shall be deducted from the needs of the government
authority responsible for transportation.

. SFDA branch (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the region or
governorate) or the Health investment general department in the region or
governorate of the requester, each within its competence, shall be provided
with a copy of the sale invoice from drugs agent or local pharmaceutical
manufacturer and a copy of the official delivery report including sold drugs
details, batch No., production and expiry date, name and signature of the
deliverer and receiver while bearing the seal of the requester, within two
weeks after purchase.

Health investment general department in each region or governorate shall
provide a copy of the approval of purchasing psychotropic substances only to
the Mental and Social Health General Department.

SFDA and Department of Health Investment in the region or governorate are

entitled to accept, reject or modify the request and reason for whatever case

shall be clarified.
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Procedures and controls for delivering narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances registered and priced by drug agents or pharmaceutical
manufacturers authorized by SFDA to the beneficiary as follows:

If the beneficiary receives the substances directly from the drug agent or local
pharmaceutical manufacturer, such substances shall be dispensed to the

beneficiary in accordance with Paragraph (9) of Article (13) hereof.

If the drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer directly delivers the
substances to the beneficiary, upon delivery of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances, existence of any destroyed, expired, or excessive
quantities or non-conformity to the specifications and conditions under which

the beneficiary was awarded, the below procedures shall be followed:

A report shall be prepared and signed by the pharmacist, authorized
pharmacy technician, Saudi pharmacist, or pharmacy technician
responsible for narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in the
establishment of the beneficiary. The branch of SFDA in the region or
governorate of the beneficiary (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in

the region or governorate) shall receive a copy of such report.

Destroyed, expired, or excessive quantities or not in conformity with the

specifications and conditions approved by SFDA, under which the
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beneficiary was awarded, shall be returned to drug agent or local
pharmaceutical manufacturer.
Drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer shall adhere to the

following:

Crushed, damaged or expired substances shall be destroyed as per statutory
procedures of destruction.

For substances not in conformity with the specifications and conditions
approved by SFDA, the same shall only be disposed upon SFDA’s approval.
However, SFDA is entitled to stipulate that such substances shall be granted to
a government authority as SFDA may determine or destroyed as applicable.
SFDA is entitled to confiscate excessive quantities and handle thereof in
accordance with Article (52) of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and
psychotropic Substances, Article (36) of the Implementing Regulations thereof

and Article (17) hereof.

For excessive quantities or substances not in conformity with the specification
and conditions under which the beneficiary is awarded, drug agent or local
pharmaceutical manufacturer may dispose such substances as per the

statutory PI’OCEdU res.
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4. Procedures and controls for selling registered and priced narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances in private pharmacies authorized by MOH and

allowed to sell narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as follows:

a. Health investment general department in each region or governorate shall
consider the approval of private pharmacies requests to be allowed to sell
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.

b. Upon approval of licensing request, Health investment general department in

each region or governorate shall provide SFDA with a copy of the license.

c. Sale in the authorized private pharmacies shall be limited to registered and

priced narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as SFDA may determine.

d. Drugs shall only be sold to patients who have valid prescriptions.

e. Prior to dispensing drugs to a patient, the pharmacist shall fill all required
information in the screen of dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances relevant to NDS thereof, provided that he/ she shall verify that the
same drugs are not dispensed to the same patient or treatment period of the

previous prescription is valid for more than seven days.

f.  Injections of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall not be sold.
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Drugs shall be dispensed to the patient in accordance with Paragraph (6) of

Article (13) hereof.

Article (8):

Procedures and controls for disposal of narcotic drugs and psychotropic

substances in therapeutic institutions:

1.

Disposal of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be limited to
lending, assignment, or replacement between therapeutic institutions only, via

NDS as defined in the User Manual attached hereto.

In case of liquidation, sale or temporary closing of the establishment, the
establishment may dispose narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as
provided in Paragraph (8) of this Article.
In case of failure to access NDS, the request of lending, assignment or
replacement shall be proceeded by the beneficiary to the competent authority
in the region or governorate of the beneficiary. However, the competent
authority is entitled to accept, reject, or amend the request, and the reason for
whatever case shall be clarified, as follows:
Competent authorities to consider borrowing, assignment or
replacement request:
Health investment general department in the region or governorate,

substances in therapeutic institutions:

1.

The prescribing of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be limited
to the medical cases determined by the attending physician as per the scientific

evidence.

2. Procedures and controls for prescribing narcotic drugs:
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The prescription of narcotic drugs shall be limited to the following licensed
physicians:

Consultant, senior registrar, and the registrar in other specialties in case of
treatment of medical cases related to their specializations for inpatients, clinic
patients, and outpatients of the therapeutic institution.

The resident when prescribing it to inpatients, provided that this is made under
the supervision and responsibility of the consultant, the senior registrar or

concerned registrar.

All physicians, when treating severe pain cases related to emergencies only.

Physicians qualified and licensed by MOH to prescribe narcotic drugs only to
cases they have been qualified for.

Narcotic drugs shall be prescribed for clinic patients and outpatients of the
therapeutic institution for a period not exceeding sixty days.

Narcotic drugs shall be prescribed for emergencies for a period not exceeding
three days only, after which the patient shall be referred to a competent

physician authorized to prescribe them for longer periods if the need arises.

Procedures and controls for prescribing psychotropic substances:
Prescribing of psychotropic substances shall be limited to following groups of
licensed physicians:

Consultant, senior registrar, and registrar in psychiatry.
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Consultant, senior registrar, and the registrar in other specialties in case of
treatment of medical cases related to their specializations for in-patients, clinic
patients, and outpatients of the therapeutic institution.

If the case is psychological, the patient shall be referred to psychiatric
physician.

The resident when prescribing it to inpatients, provided that this is made
under the supervision and responsibility of the consultant, the senior

registrar or concerned registrar.

All physicians in emergencies.

Psychotropic substances shall be prescribed for clinic patients and outpatients
of the therapeutic institution for a period not exceeding thirty days, except for
psychotropic substances prescribed for treatment of Epilepsy, Parkinson's
disease, Attention-Deficit / Hyperactivity Disorder, peripheral and central
neuropathic pain and fibromyalgia, the consultant, senior registrar or registrar
may prescribe it for a period of ninety days maximum.

Psychotropic substances shall be prescribed for emergencies for a period not
exceeding three days only. The patient shall then be referred to the physician

authorized to prescribe them for longer periods, if needed.
The medical diagnosis shall be written in the prescription in accordance with

the international classification.

General procedures and controls:
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Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be prescribed in all various
dosage forms to in-patients in the therapeutic establishment.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be prescribed in all various
dosage forms (except injection) to clinic patients and outpatients of the

therapeutic institution.

Injections of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be prescribed
for out-patients in the therapeutic institution if administration of medication
to the patientis supervised by trained health team for the governmental sector
or licensed technicians or specialists in the private medical establishments for
a period not exceeding two days provided that the patient shall be examined
by the competent physician every ten days maximum.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be prescribed to in-patients
for period not exceeding seven days. Further, the prescription may be
repeated, if needed.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances may be prescribed for
unidentified patients in emergencies and in-patients only, provided that the
competent security authorities shall be informed. The file No. shall be written
in the field of name and nationality with addition of phrase (John Doe/Jane
Doe) in the prescription and file.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances may be re-prescribed when the
attending physician wishes to change the medication, dose or in the following

cases:
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Not more than seven days prior to the end of the duration of treatment
prescribed in the previous prescription.

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Inpatient in the therapeutic institution shall be given narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances by a physician or nurse under the supervision of

another physician or nurse.

After the hospitalized inpatient is given the drug, he/ she shall be registered in
Medication Administration Record (MAR) of the department, indicating that
the nurse gave the prescribed drugs for him/ her. Further, MAR shall be signed
by the physician or nurse who gave the drug, and the other physician or nurse
who supervised it.

Delivering narcotic drugs or psychotropic medicine may not be made in the
case of outpatient clinics of the therapeutic institution except for whom it was
prescribed for, or for one of his/ her relatives (parents, children, siblings and
spouse) after ensuring his/ her identity by the pharmacist. However, if the
recipient is a person acting on his/ her behalf, proof on the patient’s consent to

bring his/ her drugs shall be attached, after ensuring his/ her identity.

Injections of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances may not be

dispensed to clinic patients and outpatients of the therapeutic institution,

except according to Paragraph 4 (c) of Article (10) hereto.

Prescription for in-patients may not be dispensed outside the therapeutic

institution that issued it.
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If there is a re-prescription, the patient’s guardian or his/ her representative
may receive narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances after submitting a
medical report on the patient’s condition documented by a medical entity
every six months.

If the re- prescribing is because of a change in treatment, then the remaining
amount of the previous drug shall be returned to the therapeutic institution
that dispensed it before dispensing the new drug. These returned drugs shall
be treated according to Paragraph (4) of this Article herein. However, if the re-
prescription is because of a change in the therapeutic dose, the remaining drug
shall be calculated from the quantity previously dispensed, and then dispense
only the difference in the quantity that is sufficient for the duration of the
treatment of the new prescription.

In case that the patient does not use narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances that were dispensed to him/ her, or in case of death of the person

they were given, the following measures shall be taken:

The remaining drugs shall be returned to the therapeutic institution that
dispensed them to be destroyed according to destruction procedures
mentioned in Article (16) herein.

The patient or person who returned the drug shall be given a copy of the
receipt of these drugs, indicating the drug name, dosage form, concentration,
volume, quantity, name and ID No.,, signature of the person who returned the

drug, name and signature of the person who received the drug, and date of
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delivery. Original shall be kept in a designated record in the therapeutic

institution.

Re-use of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances returned from patients
in government therapeutic institutions only may be evaluated, with the
knowledge of a committee formed by a decision of the establishment manager
or his/ her representative, consisting of the director of the pharmacy or his/ her
representative and the custodian of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances. The decision shall be signed by them in the report to be recorded
in custody register if the decision is to re-use. However, in case of destruction,
destruction procedures mentioned in Article (16) herein shall be followed.

Return of these drugs may not be for any money, exchange, or otherwise.

In case that a patient complains about losing the prescription, drug, or a
shortage in the quantity of the dispensed drug or its damage, a committee shall
be formed by a decision of the director of the therapeutic institution or his/ her
representative. The committee shall consist of the attending physician and the
custodian of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances to do the following:
Examine the patient's condition to decide whether to re-prescribe the drug to
the patient or not.

Prepare an official report to be signed by the patient and the two members of
the committee. Consequently, the director of the therapeutic institution or his/

her representative shall approve and seal it with the seal of the therapeutic
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institution. Original report shall be kept in the patient’s file and a copy in the

custody register.

In case that the incident is repeated by the patient or been suspected, the
management of the therapeutic institution shall inform the Private health
facility compliance general department or the branch of SFDA, in the region or
affiliated governorate (or SFDA in the absence of a respective branch in the
region or governorate).

If the criminal investigation component official at MOH or SFDA finds out that
the loss, shortage, or damage is a result of a criminal act, arecord of the incident
shall be prepared. Accordingly, the General Directorate of Narcotic drugs

Control and the Public Prosecution shall be informed of the incident.

In case that the drug is not available in enough quantities at the therapeutic
institution, the drug. whenever needed, may be dispensed in a partial quantity
with the necessity to write the entire prescribed quantity, the actual dispensed
quantity and the remaining quantity for the patient on the original and copy of
the prescription. Original shall be kept in the pharmacy. The remaining
quantity shall be dispensed when the medicine is available, provided that the
patient's treatment plan is not violated.

The pharmacist shall not dispense any prescription of narcotic drugs and

psychotropic substances in the following cases:
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The prescription violates the regulations and instructions provided in the Law
of Combating the Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances and its

Implementing Regulations thereof or these procedures and controls.

The treatment term of the previous dispensed prescription is valid for more
than seven days.
The drug is not suitable for the patient or the existence of an interaction with
other drugs after consulting with the attending physician.
A deletion, amendment or mark of counterfeiting is found, and the pharmacist
shall clarify the reason of refusing dispensation.
In case of prescribing veterinary drugs that contain narcotic drugs or
psychotropic substances, the following shall be taken:
Veterinary drugs that contain narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances may
not be dispensed outside the therapeutic institution.
In case that animal's emergency case requires the use of the drug outside the
therapeutic institution, then the drug shall be delivered to the attending
veterinarian and be in his/ her custody. The drug shall be treated according to
the following:
The empty container shall be returned to the authority that dispensed the
drug, and the physician’s name, name of the medicine dispensed, its
quantity, time of dispensing, name and signature of the person who

dispensed it, shall be registered in the custody register.

If the prescribed quantity is less than the capacity of one injection, then the
physician who administered the medicine shall destroy the remaining

quantity, and sign on that in the designated emergency report.

The animal shall be given narcotic drugs or psychotropic medicine only by a
veterinarian.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be dispensed from the
hospital pharmacy to the internal departments according to Paragraph (3) of
Article (13) herein.

The prescription record in the therapeutic institutions shall include the
following data:

Prescription No. and date.

Patient's name and ID No. (or inpatient’s medical file No.).

Name of the medicine, dosage form, concentration, and volume.

Prescribed quantity in the prescription and the quantity dispensed.

Name and signature of the person who dispensed and the date of

dispensation.

Article (12):

Procedures and controls for therapeutic institutions' commitment to review

procedures for prescribing and dispensing narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances to verify the validity of the reasons for prescribing and dispensing

them in accordance with the requirements of recognized medical principles:

1.

Every therapeutic institution shall do the following:
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Form an internal committee by a decision of the director of the therapeutic
institution or his/ her representative, the committee shall consist of at least two
physicians and a pharmacist to review procedures for prescribing narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances to verify the validity of the reasons for
prescribing them in accordance with the requirements of recognized medical
principles. The committee shall conduct so at least once a year and prepare a
report on the findings of the audit. Further, such findings shall be kept in a
designated record. upon finding out any violation in this regard, it shall inform
the General Department of Follow-up and Enforcement, Medical Supply
Department or SFDA branch (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the
region or governorate), in the region or governorate to take the necessary
action. The Private health facility compliance general department shall provide
the health investment general department with a copy of the findings.

Form an internal committee by a decision of the director of the therapeutic
institution or his/ her representative. The committee shall consist of a
physician and two pharmacists at least. One of them shall be responsible for
the custody of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances to review the
procedures for dispensing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances to verify
the validity of the reasons for dispensing them in accordance with the

requirements of recognized medical principles,
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The committee shall conduct so at least once a year and prepare a report of the
auditfindings. Further, such findings shall be kept in a designated record. upon
finding out any violation in this regard, it shall inform the General Department
of Follow-up and Enforcement, Medical Supply Department or SFDA branch
(or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the region or governorate), in the
region or governorate to take the necessary action. The Private health facility
compliance general department shall provide the health investment general
department with a copy of the findings.

For therapeutic institutions that do not have a pharmacist, all members of the

committee shall be physicians.

If the criminal investigation competent official at MOH or SFDA finds that the
abuse resulted from a criminal act, a record of the incident shall be prepared,
and the General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control and Public Prosecution

shall be communicated.
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Article (13):

Procedures and controls for controlling dispensation of narcotic drugs and

psychotropic substances:

1.

In government stores, the regulations stipulated in government store rules and
regulations issued by the decision of the Minister of Finance and National
Economy No. 21/4201 dated 11/08/1403 H.

Dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in private
establishments from the central stores to the subsidiary stores, or from
the store to the therapeutic institution or pharmacy of the same
establishment, shall be as follows:

The custodian of the requester shall submit a request for substance
dispensation to be approved by his/ her line manager and the establishment
manager (or his/ her representative). The following shall be clarified in the
request:

Request No. and date.

Scientific name, dosage form, concentration, volume, and required quantity of
each substance, in figures and words.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be kept by
the custodian in the store, and the copy to be kept by the custodian of the

req uester.
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The delivery shall be under delivery report, indicating delivery date, batch No.
and expiry date. Such report shall be signed by the custodian in the store and
director thereof (or his/ her representative) and the receiver in the requester.
Original copy of the delivery report shall be kept by the custodian of the store,
and a copy thereof to be kept by the requester.

After dispensing the prescribed quantity from the store, it shall be deleted from
the record.

Dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in the
therapeutic institutions from the pharmacy of the therapeutic
institution to medical centers or their internal departments shall be as
follows:

Custodian at the center or the requesting department shall submit a request
for substances dispensation to be approved by his/ her line manager and the
establishment manager (or his/ her representative). The following shall be
clarified in the request:

Request number and date.

Scientific name, dosage form, concentration, volume, and required quantity of
each substance, in figures and words.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be kept by
the custodian of the store, and the copy to be kept by the custodian of the
center or the requesting department.

Delivery is made under the Drugs Dispense Form as follows:

Drugs Dispense Form shall contain the following information:
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a. Quantity received, batch No., expiry date, receipt date, name, signature, and
recipient of the custody in the center or department, and the signature of the

custodian.

b. Patient's name, dose, and medical file No.
c. Dispensed quantity, damaged quantity, signature of the person who dispensed
or destroyed the drugs and the remaining quantity.

ii. Upon delivery, data of the quantity received, batch No., expiry date, receipt
date, name and signature of the custodian in the center or the department,
and the signature of the custodian, shall be filled in the drugs dispense
form; a copy to be kept with the custodian in the pharmacy; and the
original to be with the custodian in the center or department and it shall
become personal custody.

iii.  The centeror departmentin the therapeutic institution shall fill in the data
of the patient’s name, dose, medical file number, amount dispensed,
amount damaged, signature of the one who dispensed or destroyed the
drugs and remaining quantity in the drugs dispense form. When the
quantity runs out, a copy of it to be kept with the recipient of the custody
in the center or department. The original to be kept with the custodian in
the pharmacy.

c. The pharmacy shall have afile for each center or department that has custody

of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances. This file shall include requests
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for dispensation and any papers related to custody. It shall be a reference to
indicate the movement of substances in departments and medical centers and
to record prescriptions in a designated record.

The receiver shall record the quantity and details of the drugs in the designated
record of the custody, then to place the same inside the locker. The record shall

be maintained in a safe place.

4. Dispensing of emergency drugs containing narcotic drugs and

psychotropic substances from emergency centers to ambulance shall be

as follows:

The custodian (head of emergency team) shall submit the request of drug
dispensation to be authenticated by his/ her line manager and center manager

(or his/ her representative). The request shall contain:

Request No. and date.

Scientific name, dosage form, concentration, size and required quantity of each
drug in figures and words.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be
maintained by the custodian of the emergency center, and the copy to be

maintained by the custodian of the emergency ambulance.

The substances shall be delivered under delivery report, providing delivery
date, batch No, and expiry date. Such report shall be signed by the custodian
of the emergency center and receiver thereof in the ambulance,

Original copy of the delivery report shall be maintained by the custodian and
a copy thereof to be maintained by the receiver in the ambulance. Such

substances shall be personal custody.

In emergency center, there shall be a file for each ambulance with a custody of
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances. This file shall include the request
of drug dispensation and any other documents relating to the custody. It shall
be a reference to the statement of drugs movements in ambulances in a
designated record.

The receiver shall record the quantity and details of the drugs in the designated
record of the custody, then to place the same inside the locker. The record shall
be kept in a safe place.

If narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances are destroyed or not needed to be
used, the custodian in the ambulance shall return such drugs to the dispenser.
Such drugs shall be delivered under delivery report signed by the custodian in
the ambulance and the receiver in the dispenser. The original copy of such
report shall be kept by the custodian, while the copy thereof is to be

maintained by the receiver.
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Dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in local
pharmaceutical manufacturers licensed by SFDA to manufacture
medical pharmaceuticals containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances from the store to manufacture department shall be as
follows:

The requesting department of substances shall submit a request to dispense
the substances authenticated by his/ her line manager and manufacturer
manager (or his/ her representative). The request shall contain:

Request No. and date.

Request reason.

Competent official name and signature.

Scientific name, dosage form (concentration and size, if possible) and required
quantity of each substance, in figures and words.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be kept by

the custodian in the store, and the copy to be maintained by the custodian in
the requesting department.

The substances shall be delivered under delivery report, providing delivery
date, batch No. and expiry date. Such report shall be signed by the custodian
in the store and manager thereof (or his/ her representative) and the receiver
in the requesting department. The original copy of the delivery report shall be
maintained by the custodian in the store and a copy thereof to be maintained

by the requesting department.
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The receiver shall record the quantity and details of the drugs in the designated
record of the custody, then to place the same inside the locker. The record shall
be kept in a safe place.

A statement is to be made for each operation proceeded in connection with
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in the department, including the
following details:

Name and date of the operation.

Used, produced, remaining and damaged quantity.

Name and signature of the competent official, his/ her line manager and
department manager.

The remaining, damaged, or used quantities in the quality tests in the
department shall be returned to the store and delivered under delivery report
signed by the custodian in the store and the competent official in the
department. The original copy shall be kept in the department and a copy
thereof to be kept by the custodian in the store. However, the produced
quantities shall be delivered to the store and maintained in their designated
places under the responsibility and supervision of the custodian in the
manufacturer.

The substances shall be delivered between departments under an official
delivery statement; the original copy to be kept in the sending department,
while a copy to be maintained in the receiving department, including the
following details:

Name of the sending department and date of delivery.
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Name and signature of the competent official and manager of the sending
department.

Name of the receiving department and date of receipt.

Name and signature of the competent official and manager of the receiving
department.

Substances request reason.

Scientific name, dosage form (concentration and size, if possible) and required
quantity of each item in figures and words, as well as batch No. and expiry

date.

In all cases, the manufacturer shall commit to Good Manufacturing Practices

(GMP) of the pharmaceuticals as approved by SFDA.

Dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in private
pharmacies authorized to trade in such narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances, business centers in the government therapeutic institutions
and hospitals, where patients are received and treated against fees, shall
be conducted as follows:

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be dispensed after being
counted and confirmed of the quantity provided to the patient and after the
pharmacist noted down the dispensed quantity, signature of the patient or the

receiver, date of receipt, ID number, name and signature of the pharmacist
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dispensing the drugs on the prescription. Then, such substances shall be
placed in packages bearing a label including the following details:

Patient name and file No.

Drugs name, concentration, size, dosage form, quantity, dose, and treatment
term.

Dispensing date, batch No. and expiry date.

Guidelines of the pharmacist to the patient and how to store the drugs.
Narcotic drugs drug or psychotropic substance shall only be handed to the
patient to whom the drug is prescribed, one of his/her relatives (parents, sons,
siblings, and spouse), after verification of his/herID. If another person received
the drugs on behalf of the patient, he/she shall provide evidence of patient’s
approval to hand him/her the drug after verification of his/her ID and that
he/she is the designated person.

Prior to dispensing drugs to a patient, the pharmacist shall fill all required
information in the screen (of dispensing narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances) relevant to NDS thereof in SFDA as provided in the User Manual,
provided that he/ she shall verify that the same drugs are not dispensed to the
same patient and treatment term of the previous prescription is valid for more

than seven days.
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Prescription of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be dispensed

only once.

Prescription shall not be dispensed for inpatient outside the therapeutic
institution issuing this prescription.

The pharmacist shall not dispense any prescription of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances if:

The prescription violates the regulations and instructions provided in the Law
of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances and Implementing
Regulations thereof or these procedures and controls;

The treatment term of the previous dispensed prescription is valid for more
than seven days.

The drug prescribed for the patient is not proper or in conflict with other drugs
except after consulting the attending physician; and

A deletion, amendment or mark of counterfeiting is found, and the patient

shall be informed of the reason for refusing to dispense the drug.

The analyzer or researcher shall submit the request of dispensing the drugs,
and such request shall be authenticated by his/ her line manager and manager
of the establishment (or his/ her representative). The request shall contain:

Request No. and date.
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Name of the analysis or research.

Scientific name, dosage form (concentration and size, if possible) and required
quantity of each substance in figures and words.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be
maintained by the custodian in the establishment, and the copy to be
maintained by the analyzer or researcher.

The substances shall be delivered under delivery report, providing delivery
date, batch No. and expiry date. Such report shall be signed by the custodian
in the establishment, his/ her line manager, establishment manager (or his/ her
representative), analyzer or researcher receiving the substances. The original
copy of the delivery report shall be maintained by the custodian in the
establishment and a copy thereof to be maintained by the analyzer or
researcher.

The analyzer or researcher shall record the quantity and details of the drugs in
the designated record of the custody, then to place the same inside the locker.
The record shall be maintained in a safe place.

A statement is to be made for each operation proceeded in connection with
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, including the following details:

Name and date of the analysis or research.
Used, produced, remaining and damaged quantity.

Name and signature of the analyzer or researcher, his/ her line manager and

manager of the establishment (or his/ her representative).
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The produced, remaining, or damaged quantities due to the analysis or
research conducted shall be returned to the custodian in the establishment.
The quantities shall also be delivered under delivery report signed by the
custodian and the analyzer or researcher, his/ her line manager. The original
copy shall be kept by the analyzer or researcher and a copy thereof to be kept
by the custodian.

Dispensing medical drugs containing narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances in transportations to meet emergencies and first aid shall be
as follows:

The attending physician (or first aider if no physician available) in the
transportation shall submit a request to dispense the substances to be
authenticated by the person in charge of the transportation (or his/ her
representative). The request shall contain:

Request No. and date.

Scientific name, dosage form, concentration, volume, and required quantity of
each substance in figures and words.

Request reason.

Verbal orders from the attending physician (or first aider if there is no
physician) shall be accepted for requests of dispensing substance in
emergencies only. The physician or first aider shall sign dispensing order

within twenty-four hours.
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Emergency drugs shall be given to the patient by the attending physician (or
first aider if there is no physician).

Empty drug container shall be returned to the entity dispensed the drug.
Further, patient’s name, attending physician’s name or first aider, time and date
of administration shall be recorded in the custody record.

If the dosage prescribed to patient is less than the capacity of one syringe, the
physician or first aider who gave drugs, custodian in transportations or the
person in charge of transportation (or his/ her representative) shall destroy the
remaining amount and sign on that in the emergency report of patient.
Dispensing registered and priced narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances sold by drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer to
entities licensed to possess these drugs shall be as follows:

Drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturers shall submit an approval
request to sell and transfer narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances to the

beneficiary via SFDA NDS as shown in NDS User Manual.

Where the electronic system for narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances
cannot be accessed, the following steps shall be taken:

The beneficiary shall submit a request for narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substances approved by the establishment manager (or his/ her

representative) to the drug agent or local pharmaceutical manufacturer.
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The request shall be accompanied by the approval of SFDA branch in the
region or governorate (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the region or
governorate) regarding the purchase of the beneficiary.

The request shall consist of one original and a copy; the original to be kept by
the custodian in the local pharmaceutical manufacturer or with drug agent and
copy to be kept by the custodian of the requester.

The substances shall be dispensed under a dispensing report indicating receipt
date, batch No. and expiry date. Further, the report shall be signed by the
custodian in the store of the local pharmaceutical manufacturer, drug agent,
store manager (or his/ her representative) and custody recipient of the
requester, and a copy to be kept by the custodian of the requester. The original
receipt report shall be kept by the custodian of the store, and a copy with the
custodian of the requester. If the substances are to be transferred to the
beneficiary, the delivery will be made in accordance with Paragraph 3 (b) of
Article 7 hereto.

The purchase invoice shall be attached to dispensing or delivery report
including the following:

Invoice No., date, signature of sale agent, and establishment seal.

Scientific and trade name of the substance, dosage form, concentration,
volume, and sold quantity, batch No., production, and expiry date.

The original invoice shall be kept by the custody recipient of the requester, and
a copy with the custodian in the store of the drug agent or local pharmaceutical

manufacturer.
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Article (14):

Procedures and controls for registering narcotic drugs and psychotropic

substance and submitting data of periodic record (records):

1.

Custodian shall regularly inspect and register its custody (at least once each

three calendar months) in the record and mention the date of each inspection.

In the event of an excess, loss, decrease or damage to the custody of narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances, the regulations contained in Paragraph (4)
of Article (19) of the Implementing Regulations of the Law of Combating
Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances shall be followed. The
establishment shall submit report to the General Department of Follow-up and
Enforcement, Medical Supply Department or SFDA branch (or SFDA if there is
no respective branch in the region or governorate), in the region or
governorate to which establishment affiliates. The Private health facility
compliance general departmentshall provide a copy of the report to the health
investment general department.

Data of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be recorded at the
end of every six months (according to Gregorian year), where periodic record

(records) shall be sent as follows:

For governmental establishments affiliated to MOH and supervised by

General Department of Medical Supply:
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1. Records shall be submitted to the General Department of Inventory Control in
its region or governorate for audit and maintenance. Further, a copy shall be
submitted to the Medical Supply Departmentin the region or governorate, and
a copy of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances record to the Mental and
Social Health General Department.

2. The Medical Supply Department in the region or governorate shall submit its
records to the General Department of Inventory Control in the region or
governorate to which it affiliates, and a copy thereof is to be submitted to the
General Department of Medical Supply at MOH.

3. Stores of the General Department of Medical Supply at the Ministry’s
headquarter shall submit its records to the General Department of Inventory
Control at MOH.

4. The General Department of Inventory Control at MOH shall submit total
records to SFDA.

b. For private pharmaceutical establishments and therapeutic institutions
licensed by MOH:

1. Records shall be submitted to the Private health facility compliance general
department in the region or governorate to which it affiliates.

2. In case that the private entity has several medical affiliated establishments, a

separate record for each establishment shall be submitted.

3. Private health facility compliance general department in the region or

governorate shall review and keep it, then submit a copy to Health investment
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general department and another copy of the list of narcotic drugs and psychotropic

substances to the Mental and Social Health General Department.

C.

For stores of agents of registered and priced drugs and local drugs
manufacturers licensed by SFDA:

A copy of the records of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be
submitted to SFDA.

As for its stores in its regions and governorates, records of each store shall be
submitted to SFDA branch in the region or governorate to which establishment

affiliates (or SFDAif there is no respective branch in the region or governorate).

For private veterinary facilities licensed by MEWA:

Records shall be submitted to General Directorate of Animal Resources
Services at MEWA in the region or governorate to which it affiliates for audit
and maintenance. Consequently, a copy shall be submitted to SFDA branch in
the region or governorate to which establishment affiliates (or SFDA if there is
no respective branch in the region or governorate).

For all other establishments, the records shall be submitted to SFDA branch in
the region or governorate to which establishment affiliates (or SFDA if there is

no respective branch in the region or governorate).
For Saudi transportations indicated in Article 2 of the Law of Combating

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic Substances and its Implementing

Regulations:
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The entity to which transportation affiliates shall submit records to the
government entity in charge of transportations for auditing and maintenance.
The government entity in charge of transportations shall submit all archived
records to SFDA.

MOH and SFDA, each within its field of competency, shall audit and review
submitted records, and if they notice:

Discrepancies in inventory, the competent entity shall be informed to clarify
reasons for that.

Excess or stagnant quantities, the competent entity shall treat them in
accordance with Paragraph (6) of Article (8) hereto.

An increase in consumption than excepted, the competent entity shall be
informed to clarify reasons for that.

Government and private regulatory entities shall monitor the dispensation of
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances within its unit through conducting
unannounced and periodic inspection ensuring that the Law of Combating
Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, its Implementing Regulations
and these procedures and controls in terms of receipt, storage, dispensation,
registration, and maintenance of these items are applied. Further, the existed
inventory with the recorded one shall be matched, where reports including all
the notices shall be prepared to submit a copy of it to the competent
department within the entity.

SFDA may allow any entity to submit records of establishments affiliated to

this entity, where required.
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Article (15):

Procedures and controls for destroying prescriptions, their records and

records of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:

1.

Following the expiry of maintenance period, prescriptions and records shall be
destroyed by the committee formed by the manager of establishment or its
deputy, where the committee shall consist of at least three members, one of
them shall be entrusted with narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in
the establishment.

The Destruction report shall be prepared and singed by the members and hold
the establishment seal. The original shall be kept with the custodian, where a
copy of which shall be submitted to the General Department of Inventory
Control in the establishment or its equivalent.

Establishments that have pending cases with regard to narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances such as burglary, robbery, shortage or other cases,
shall maintain prescriptions and records of these substances until pending
cases are resolved. Consequently, such prescriptions and records shall be
destroyed according to the established procedures.

In the event of loss or damage of custody records or prescription records, the
following actions shall be taken:

A new record shall be established.
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b. The establishment manager shall form investigation committee of at least
three members, one of them shall be from the General Department of
Inventory Control in the establishment or its equivalent to do the following:

i Conduct inventory-taking, quantities, and register them in the new record.

ii. Investigate reasons for loss or damage, whether it is the result of
negligence, omission or any other emergency while specifying the liability

of the defaulting party or negligent.

c. Establishment manager shall submit committee report to SFDA branch in its
region or governorate (or SFDA if there is no respective branch in the region or
governorate), or the Private health facility compliance general department in
its region or governorate if the establishment is a pharmacy or private
therapeutic institution licensed by MOH to take necessary actions. The
establishment shall keep a copy of it in the custody record, provided that the
Private health facility compliance general department shall provide findings to

Health investment general department.
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Article (16):

Procedures and controls for storing and destroying damaged items and

empty Containers of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances:

I: Damaged Items.

1.

Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be considered damaged in
accordance with the following:

If they are expired.

If they are unusable as they do not conform to specifications and conditions
approved by MOH or upon which the supplier was awarded; nonetheless,
violating the manufacturer's specifications, broken, opened or for any other

reason.

If change in the natural or chemical properties of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances is observed before their expiry date, and their
samples have been sent to the laboratory for analysis and proved to be
unusable.

If SFDA competent authority decides to abolish the use of any item of narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances, whether it is for their harmful side effects
or other reasons.

Damaged narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be destroyed by a
committee formed by decision of director of SFDA branch or his/ her
representative in the region or governorate (or SFDA Vice President for Drug

Sector in case there is no respective branch in the region or governorate). As
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for the private pharmaceutical establishment and therapeutic institutions
licensed by MOH, the decision shall be issued by the manager of the Private
health facility compliance general department in the region or governorate.
Destruction committee shall consist of:

At least two representatives of SFDA branch in the region or governorate (or
SFDA if there is no respective branch in the region or governorate), or
representatives of the Private health facility compliance general department in
the region or governorate for pharmaceutical establishments and private
therapeutic institutions licensed by MOH.

Custodian of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances in the establishment.
The custodian shall submit a request to destroy narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances via NDS as indicated in NDS User Manual attached herein.

Damaged narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be destroyed in a
period not exceeding one year and the destroy shall be made in accordance
with destruction procedures set forth in GCC Uniform Law for Medical Waste
Management and its Implementing Regulations. This shall be made under the
supervision of Destruction committees mentioned in Paragraph (2) of this
Article.

Upon destruction of damaged narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances,
destruction report shall be made indicating the scientific name of narcotic

drugs or psychotropic substances, dosage form, concentration, size, batch No.

and quantity that have been destroyed, in figures and words, along with
destruction reason, time and date. The report shall be signed by all members
of the destruction committee and sealed with the official seal. Original
destruction report shall be kept with the custodian. A copy thereof shall be
delivered to the remaining committee members, to the health investment
general department, in the region or governorate thereto, and to the General
Department of Inventory Control in the region or governorate to which
government establishments, affiliated to the MOH and supervised by General
Department of Medical Supply.

Establishments that have pending cases with regard to narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances such as burglary, robbery, shortage, etc., shall keep
such substances and their packages until such pending cases are resolved and
then destroying them according to the established procedures.

Damaged narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be kept in their
Containers in appropriate place in accordance with Paragraph 1 (b), (c) and (d)
of Article (19) of the Implementing Regulations of the Law of Combating
Narcotic drugs and psychotropic Substances.

Establishment director shall ensure that damage to narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances was not caused by negligent storage or misuse by

custodian.
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Il: Empty Containers.

1.

Empty Containers shall be destroyed by a committee formed by a decision of
the establishment director or his/ her representative. It shall consist of
pharmacy director or his/ her representative and the custodian of narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances in the establishment.

Empty packages of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances shall be
destroyed in a period not exceeding six months, in accordance with
destruction procedures set forth in GCC Uniform Law for Medical Waste
Management and its Implementing Regulations, after ensuring that the
delivered quantity, weight or number of empty packages conform to the
number of dispensed injections with regard to prescriptions; and conform to
the quantity, weight or number of destroyed items. A copy of the destruction

list shall be kept in the custody record.

General Procedures and Controls:

1.

The following cases in therapeutic institutions shall be handled as
follows:

The cases are:

When an amount of the injection of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances remains during administration.

When a syringe, ampoule, or Containers of narcotic drugs substance or
psychotropic substance is accidentally broken.

When narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance is accidentally wasted by

mistake.

When an empty injection of narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance is lost or
broken after use.

If the physician changes treatment after preparing an injection of narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substance for administration.

If the patient refuses to take narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance after
being prepared for administration or patient’s medical or psychological
condition at the time of administration does not allow this.

A destruction report shall be prepared in the therapeutic institutions and
signed by the physician or nurse who gave the drug, and the other physician
or nurse who supervised it. In private clinics, such report shall be signed by
nurses or physicians, nurse, and clinic owner. In ambulances, it shall be signed
by two first aiders, if possible, and the head of emergency teams. In the means
of transportation, it shall be signed by the physician, if any, or first aider and
the person in charge of such means of transportation.

Destruction report shall be recorded in the designated form prepared. A copy
thereof shall be delivered to the custodian to maintain it in records, to
Inventory Control Department in the region or governorate thereto, if the
establishment is a government establishment affiliated to MOH and
supervised by General Department of Medical Supply.

The substance shall be destroyed at the time of the incident, while the package
shall be destroyed in accordance with destruction procedures set forth in the
GCC Uniform Law for Medical Waste Management and its Implementing

Regulations.
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2. The following cases in stores shall be treated as follows:

a.

The cases are:
When syringe, ampoule, or package of a narcotic drugs or psychotropic
substance is accidentally broken.
When a narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance is accidentally wasted.
When an empty injection of a narcotic drugs or psychotropic substance is

lost or broken after use in analysis or research.

b. Destruction report shall be prepared in the stores and signed by store official,

his/ her line manager or store manager and custodian. In manufacturer
departments, laboratories, analysis laboratories, and research centers, the
report shall be signed by department employee, analyst or researcher, and his/
her line manager, department manager or establishment manager, and
custody official.

Destruction report shall be recorded in the designated form. A record copy
shall be sent to the custodian to maintain it in records, to Inventory Control
Department if the establishment is a government establishment affiliated to
MOH and supervised by General Department of Medical Supply.

The substance shall be destroyed at the time of the incident. The package shall
also be destroyed in accordance with destruction procedures set forth in the
GCC Uniform Law for Medical Waste Management and its Implementing
Regulations.

In the event that incidents mentioned in Paragraphs (1) or (2) of this Article

were repeated by same employee for more than two times a year, the General
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Department of Follow-up and Enforcement, General Department of Medical
Supply or SFDA branch in its region or governorate shall be informed to take
necessary action.

In the event that syringe, ampoule, or package of narcotic drugs or a
psychotropic substance is closed by manufacturer, not opened, but it is empty
or incomplete, a report in this regard shall be made. Further, SFDA shall be
informed. The substance and package shall be kept with the damaged

substances in the establishment.

Article (17):

Procedures and controls for disposing confiscated drugs that contain

narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances:

1.

a.

Procedures for receiving and storing confiscated drugs:

Confiscated drugs shall be received by inspection committee referred to in
Paragraph (3) of Article (23) herein under a seizure report signed by the
establishment manager (or his/her representative), establishment’s custodian
or the entity from which it is confiscated, and members of the inspection
committee. In case that the confiscated drugs are available at customs port,
customs representative shall sign the report and submit a copy.

Original seizure report shall be kept with the management of the investigation
authority in the region or governorate to which the establishment is affiliated;
and a copy with the establishment from which they were confiscated.
Confiscated drugs shall be delivered to the nearest medical supply store at

MOH or SFDA in the region or governorate to which the establishment of
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these confiscated drugs is affiliated. Such delivery shall be made according to
a delivery report signed by the members of the inspection committee, store
custodian, and store manager or his/ her representative. Further, original shall
be kept with the authority affiliated to the inspection committee in the region
or governorate; and a copy with the store custodian.

In case that there is no store for medical supplies or SFDA in the region or
governorate, confiscated drugs shall be delivered to the nearest medical supply

store at MOH or SFDA in the neighboring region or governorate.

Confiscated drugs shall be transported and maintained according to the
provisions of Articles (13) and (19) of the Implementing Regulations of the
Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances.

If the criminal investigator officer at MOH or SFDA finds out that the
confiscated drugs resulted from a criminal act, a record of the incident shall be
prepared, and the General Directorate of Narcotic drugs Control and the Public

Prosecution shall be communicated.
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recording, evaluating, reporting, and comparing the results of the installation
to the previously specified acceptance standards.

Before verifying the validity of the system, procedures for calibrating devices,
recording and control systems, and training operators, supervisors and
individuals involved in checking, maintaining, and operating all operations
shall be available.

Any problems observed during system validation shall be reported, evaluated,
and recorded.

The suitability and efficiency of the equipment and the method of operation
shall demonstrate the suitability of the hardware and software to perform the
assigned tasks.

The persons authorized to use the system and their authorities shall be
specified. Each one shall have his/ her own user No. and password. This shall

be documented in his/ her records and approved by the authorized person.

The system shall record the identity of the users or operators and the time and
date of entry and exit.

The system shall have a mechanism that prevents unauthorized persons from
using the system.

The system shall have a mechanism that prevents changing, amending, or
deleting saved data, or entering wrong data, or the user from performing

operations that are not within his/ her authority.

The system shall have a mechanism to prevent data loss before it is saved, in
case of a system shutdown, power outage, or otherwise.

The system shall have a mechanism to record all the entered data, the time and
date of entry, who entered it, any changes made, including adding, deleting, or
amending, and who did that, and the time and date of the change.

The work procedures shall be written, approved, and available to all users of
the system and include the date on which these procedures shall be reviewed

by the competent authority.

System maintenance procedures shall be written and approved, and every
maintenance operation, time, and date of its operation, who did it and who
supervised it shall be recorded.

Upon entering information, there shall be an additional review by another user

or by the system itself, to ensure the validity of the entered data.

Errors related to the work of the system affecting the quality of work or
products or the validity of records and saved data or otherwise shall be

recorded and investigated by the competent officials.

16. Any change or modification in computer system shall be according to the

change procedures approved by the competent authority in the establishment.

Further, this change shall be documented within the establishment and to ensure

that the change is appropriate for the application, and all changes shall be kept in

its own records, including amendments and improvements to computer
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hardware and software, and any other sensitive and important components, the
records shall indicate that the system is approved and valid.
17. There shall be a back-up system for all computers in order to protect data and

records from loss or damage in case of a system breakdown or failure.

18. The procedures that will be taken in case of a system breakdown or failure shall
be defined and documented, and any breakdown or failure of the system shall be
recorded and actions that have been taken in this regard.

19. Data can be recorded by other means in addition to the computer system, such
as handwriting or printing the data entered into the system and then saving it in
records or otherwise.

20. Documents, records and data kept by electronic means, such as computer, shall
be easily traceable, examined and copied at all times. They shall not be exposed to

risks of damage or change and distortion and shall be kept in a safe manner.

d. Controls for writing an electronic prescription for drugs containing narcotic

drugs or psychotropic substances in therapeutic institutions and dispensation

method:

1. Provisions of Paragraph (2) of Article (20) of the Implementing Regulations of
the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances shall be
adhered to.

2. Physician electronic signature or code shall be printed on the prescription.
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3. The patient shall be given a copy of the prescription and sign a receipt for the

medicine.

In case that the drug is for an inpatient, the nurse shall sign on receiving the
drug and give a copy to be kept in the department's custody record.

More than one drug may be prescribed in the prescription. However, if the
establishment does not have the drug, the patient shall be given a prescription
for each drug separately and according to Paragraphs (1), (2) and (3) of Article
(20) of the Implementing Regulations of the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs

and Psychotropic Substances.

f. Controls for Storage condition drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances in electronic devices in departments of therapeutic institutions and

dispensation method:

1.

The device shall have a mechanism that prevents dispensing of the drug except
after the physician or nurse and another physician or nurse sign electronically
or with the password in the device.

The device shall have a mechanism that prevents dispensing of more than the
quantity specified in the prescription.

The device shall have a mechanism that prevents opening drug drawers by an
unauthorized person or in case of a system breakdown or power outage, and
a security alarm system shall be provided if this happens.

Provisions of Paragraph (1) of Article (19) of the Implementing Regulations of
the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances shall be

adhered to.
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10.

The device shall have special drawers for storing drugs that contain narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances only.

The device shall have a mechanism that prevents the return of dispensed drug
in which narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances are prepared for
administration to the device by the nurse if the drug is not used.

In case that the device system allows the return of the unused drug in which
narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances have not been prepared for
administration, it shall be in separate drawers for drugs containing narcotic
drugs or psychotropic substances. However, if they are in the same drawers,
the entire contents of the drawers shall be emptied. Such process shall be
signed by two physicians or a physician and nurse or nurses.

In case that the device system allows the reuse of empty injections, they shall
be in separate drawers designated for empty injections of narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances only.

Persons authorized to pack the device and follow up the inventory of its
contents and the time periods for this shall be determined. Such process shall

be approved by the custodian, pharmacy director and establishment manager.

There shall be at least two persons when packing the device with drugs
containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances to ensure that the
packaging is done in a proper manner and that the names and quantities of the
drugs are correct. They shall sign a report indicating so to be submitted to the

custodian in the pharmacy to keep itin the record, provided that the device has
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a signature method that documents the confirmation process of packaging

electronically.

11. Dispensed and remaining drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances in the device shall be inventoried by at least two persons. This shall

also be done through the device itself if the inventory process is electronically

documented. Further, they shall sign it each time, and a copy of the report shall

be sent to the pharmacy custodian to be kept in the record.

Article (19):

Emergency drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances that are

permitted in emergencies, and authorized to physicians to possess, prescribe, and

dispense in their own clinic, which shall be provided in emergency centers and

ambulances are:

Article (21):

1.

It is strictly forbidden to distribute or trade in free samples of narcotic drugs
psychotropic substances.

Itis prohibited to advertise narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances except
in magazines, conferences, seminars, and scientific publications intended for
professional practitioners in accordance with the provisions of Article (36) of
Law of Pharmaceutical Establishments and Preparations and its Implementing

Regulations.

Article (22):

MOH and SFDA joint committee

1.

Committee Functions:

Approve requests for the use of modern technology in dealing with narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances.

Amend the list of drugs that contain narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances allowed to be used in transportation.

Update procedures and controls for prescription and dispensation.

Amend the conditions, data and validity period of the restricted prescription
conditions and its data.

Amend the list of emergency drugs containing narcotic drugs or psychotropic

substances, which are permitted in emergencies.
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Amend Schedules attached to the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and
Psychotropic Substances.

The committee shall include two representatives from the following
authorities:

MOH General Department of Medical Supply.

MOH Mental and Social Health General Department.

MOH General Administration of Pharmaceutical Care.

MOH General Department of Inventory Control.

MOH General Department of Health Facilities Licensing Services.

MOH General Department of Follow-up and Enforcement.

A consultant physician to be nominated by Hospitals General Department.
SFDA.

Committee workflow processes:

The committee shall have a chairman/chairwoman for a mandate of three
years, renewable only once. Such mandate shall be rotated between SFDA and
MOH. Further, the committee chairman/chairwoman shall be chosen by the
Minister of Health in coordination with the CEO of SFDA.

The committee shall hold periodic meetings every three months. However,
meetings may be held at the request of the chairman/chairwoman, when
needed.

Committee's decisions shall be issued by majority; and submitted to the

authorized person for approval.
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d. The committee, when needed, may seek assistance from officials it deems fit

in some of its functions.

Article (23):

Provisions Enforcement:

1. criminal investigator officers concerned with enforcing the provisions of the
Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, its
Implementing Regulations and these procedures and controls are physicians,
pharmacists and pharmacist technicians working in the following competent
authorities:

A. SFDA.

General Department of Medical Supply and General Department of Inventory
Control at MOH.

C. Medical Supply Departments and Inventory Control Departments in regions
and governorates.

D. Private health facility compliance general department in regions and
governorates.

2. Competent authorities shall be liable for enforcing the provisions of the Law
of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, its Implementing
Regulations and these procedures and controls as follows:

A. SFDA shall enforce the provisions on all authorities and establishments.
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General Department of Medical Supply and General Department of Inventory
Control at MOH shall be responsible for enforcing the provisions on MOH's
establishments supervised by them.

Department of Follow-up and Enforcement in regions and governorates shall
be responsible for enforcing the provisions on private establishments licensed
by MOH.

Medical Supply Departments and Inventory Control Departments in regions
and governorates shall enforce the provisions on MOH'’s establishments. Such
establishment shall be supervised by the General Department of Medical
Supplies at MOH in region or governorate.

Competent authorities previously referred to in Paragraph (1) of this Article
shall form inspection committees of at least three criminal investigation
officials concerned with enforcing the provisions of the Law of Combating
Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, its Implementing Regulations
and these procedures and controls. Such committees shall be formed with the
purpose of ensuring the compliance of establishments with the provisions of
the Law of Combating Narcotic drugs and Psychotropic Substances, its

implementing regulations and these procedures and controls.
